Ethnic clashes mar the dream of a
Muslim federation in Central Asia

TASHKENT, Soviet Union- In the remotest
corner of the world, on the plains where Tamer-
lane and Genghis Khan once ruled, an empire 1s
on the verge of civil war-with the potential to
transform the map from the Middle East to the
gates of China.

Pitting Kirghiz against Uzbek and Uzbek
against Meshketian, the new ethnic battles of
Central Asia are being fought among places most
Americans have never heard of. Yet more than
1.000 people have died in the clashes, according
to Soviet estimates, and more death and destruc-
tion apprear inevitable.

"The world should prepare itself for ... the
bloodiest ethnic cultural and civil conflicts,"
warned Valeri Tishkov, one of the leading So-
viet experts on such strife.

But even as each group in this ethnic crazy
quilt arms itself for war, an unprecedented ef-
fort is also under way to unite all the peoples of
the region in a Muslim federation that could
stretch from European Turkey to the far side

of the Himalayas -the age- old dream of

"Turkestan."

The Communist governments of the five re-
publics of Soviet Central Asia have met together
to plot a common destiny; so have the dissident
movements that want to throw the Communists

llllllllllllllllll
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out. The region’s Muslim fundamentalists have
joined in an Islamic Democratic Party to promote
religious rebellion against Soviet rule. And to the
cast, in China's Xinjiang region(Eastern Turke-
stan), Muslim Uighurs seek independence-and
new links with their Soviet cousins. They staged
an uprising last spring that was quelled only after
an airlift of thousands of Beijing's troops.

As exotic and remote as Uzbekistan and Xin-
jiang (East Turkestan) are, they play a central role
in a process that will ripple across the globe: the
disintegration of the last two empires on Earth.
"All great empires collapsed when the center
was dying and the periphery became strong-
er, rcflected Tishkov. "It looks as if that is what
we have now." said Tishkov.

On the other hand, the same loosening of So-
viet rule that unlcashed this intemecine strife has
paradoxically also given a boost to the idea of
Turkestan: the drcam of unifying about 135 mil-
lion Muslims who speak languages related to

“Turkish under a single, indcpendent political um-
_brella.

Long divided and widely scattered, the Tur-
kic-language communities ar¢ now tapping into
ancicnt roots of a common identity to seck a more
prominent place in the new world order.

"The Central Asian republics will find rap-
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prochement and cooperation in their own un-
ion, because our cultural, economic and eco-
logical problems are too close for us not to find
a Kind of cooperation," said Abdul Rahim Pu-
latov, the ebullient chairman of Birlik, Uzbe-
Kistan's main nationalist group. "We are (al-
ready) close to the people of Pakistan, Iran,
Afghanistan and Turkey, and we should coop-
erate more closely."

The collapse of these empires could destabi-
lize large parts of the world. The Sovict Union
sprawls from Scandinavia to Iran, from the Bal-
kans to Alaska, China, the world's most populous
country, is the key to stability in all of East Asia.
Both still boast huge armies with giant nuclcar ar-
senals.

An independent Sovict republic of Azerbai-
jan, for example, would threaten the safcty of
ncighboring Armenia and the stability of Iran,

vhose population includes 14 millon cthnic
Azerbaijanis. Or an independent Uzbekista un-
der fundemantalist rule could align itsclf with
Muslim Iran, posing a

new challenge to the
West.

And iIf the Muslim re-
publics of the Soviet Un-
1on slide into war-against
Moscow or against each
other- the effect on
neighboring arcas and on
the oflten-prickly rela-
tionship between Mos-
cow and Beijing could be
dangerous and unpredictable.

On one hand, the peoples of Central Asia are
in conflict as never before in modern tumes. Some
of the conflicts are touched off by squabbles over
scarce resources: In the mixed Kirghiz-Uzbcek ci-
ty of Osh, more than 300 have been killed 1n cth-

nic clashes over land. Others are over questions
of identity and political power; the Tadzhik mi-

nority in the ancient caravan citics ol Bukhara
and Samarkand is increasingly resentlul ol the
more powerful Uzbeks. "We are lucky that it
hasn't exploded,”

Will those mutual bonds prove stronger than
the forces for division? Pulatov and his [ollowers
will be among those who determine the answer.

Birlik, the Uzbek word [or "unity,” 18 just one
of a hand(ul of new pan-Turkic or Islamic groups
in Sovict Central Asia. Its principal goal 1s an in-
dependent and democratic Uzbekistan, whose 20
million pecople make it the most populous of the
arca's rcpublics.

But Birlik's long-term drcam can be viewced
on the faded blue wall of its hecadquarters, an old
mud-brick house with uncven wood floors and
high ceilings in the ancient Muslim quarter of
Tashkent. Promincnt among the posters, charts
and anti-Russian banncrs 1s a simple map of the
arca from Turkey to China. It shows no bordcrs.
“Turkestan," the caption rcads.

Pulatov, an artificial intelli-
gence specialist at the Uz-
bck Academy of Sciences,
acknowlcdged that a united
Turkestan 1s a long way olf.
"It's utopia at this stage of
development,” he conced-
cd. "Common people just
do not understand it."

Still, the drcam 1s shared
across the spectrum of Cen-
tral Asia's nationalist
groups, Islamic and sccular alike. Its appcal 1s
straightforward. First, it would bring together
peoples now on the world's periphery who meet
the criteria of a viable nation-state-a common lan-
guage, culture and religious heritage. (Except for
the 4.2 million Tadzhiks, who speak a Persian di-
alect, all native Central Asians speak distinct but
mutually intelligible Turkic dialects.)
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"In the West they speak too much about the
common European home," said Mohammed
Salikh, a member of the Uzbek Supreme So-
viet and author of the bill declaring Uzbeki-
stan independent. "Why not speak about a
common Asian home?"

Scecond, a united Turkestan could be a world
powerhouse 1n terms of numbers and resources.
The Soviet Union's five Central Asian republic
together are roughly twothirds the size of the
United States and account for more than 15 % of
the Soviet populatuon. Their pastures and agru-
cultural fields are among the richest in the coun-
try. "Even today people eat better than they eat
in Moscow," said Firuz Kazemzadch, a Yale his-
torian who spent this fall in the region.

"At the market, you see tomatoes, lettuce,
apples and, oh, the best melons in the world.
Turkestan can survive without the Soviet Un-
ion," he said.

In neighboring China. while Xinjiang's 14
million populauon is comparatively sparse, its
landmass 1s four umes the size of California. Un-
derneath its barren land lics one-third of China's
coal reserves. And the discovery of massive oil
deposits 1n 1989 has prompted claims that the re-
gion will be the next Klondike.

As far away from their roots as they are in
time and distance, most of the 15 distinct ethnic
groups of Turkestan have not forgotten their an-
cient ways.

The Muslim Uighurs of China, for example,
still use the Arabic script of their Islamic faith;
many also observe the Muslim prohibition on al-
cohol and pork. By custom and by language, sep-
arausts feel closer to their ethnic brethren in dis-
tant Turkey than to the Chinese among whom
they have lived for centuries.

“The romantic idea of pan-Turkic nation-
alism is widely discussed among intelectuals
and the young," said Justin Rudelson, an an-
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tropologist who spent two years in Xinjiang
and is among only a handful of Americans who
speak Uighur. "There is also a strong Islamic
revival."

The idea of Turkestan is not new. Before the
armics of the Russian czars swept through Cen-
tral Asia in the 19th Century, much of the region
was looscly united under the semi-feudal rule of
local princelings known as khans.

[ronically, the rifts that now exist among the
peoples under Soviet rule are a result of Commu-
nist policies more than historic divisions. As the
necw Soviet Union's first secretary of nationali-
tics, Josef Stalin imposed what some scholars de-
scribe as a Russian version of apartheid on Cen-
tral Asia. His chicf aim was to prevent an Uzbek
rebellion from escalaung into a pan-Turkic upris-

Ing.

Stalin dispatched cthnographers to the trou-
blesome south to divide it into smaller republics
over which Moscow would have ughter control.
The resbults are today's Uzbekistan, Turkmeni-
stan, Kazakhstan, Kirghizia and Tadzhikistan.

China did the same thing. In response to tu-
multuous rebellions among China's Turkic
groups 1n the 1930s, as central power was collaps-
ing, a Chinese military governor summoned So-
viet advisers to classify its ethnic peoples, includ-
ing those 1n Xinjiang.

"The concept of who these people are today
was established by the Soviets and the Chinese
from the top down in the 20th Century," Ru-
delson explained. "What's happening now is
that people are asserting who they are from
the bottom up, based on their identity a long
way back."

The Communist's effort to replace ethnic
identity with nationalistic layatty to the Soviet
and Chinese states did not work. Although the
Turkic groups absorbed many of the modern ide-
as of cconomic and social progress, they did not
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abandon their ancient cultures. Indeed, 1t 1s the
combination of old culture and modem tools that
gives the scparatist movements their special
force.

The seeds of Turkestan are not limited to 1n-
tellectual debate and a handful of militant move-
ments.

The longstanding ethnic links among the So-
vict and Chinese Muslim republics are being re-
inforced by new contacts, and traffic-the result,
ironically, of the common push in bth China and
the Soviet Union to modemize.

The first major higways along the ancient silk
route linking Xinjiang (East Turkestan) and Uz-
bekistan were completed in May: Under new
government-approved contracts, Chinesc Ui-
ghurs have begun building light industries in
neighboring Soviet Cenntral Asia. And, because
of the Shortage of consumer goods at home, So-
viet Muslims who have gained greater access to
China over the past year are now traveling regu-
larrly to Xinjiang to buy out local shops.

The links and infrastructure of a future Turke-
stan are already being established.

“The whole plan is to re-establis ties with
Soviet Muslims and Pakistan for trade pur-
poses,” explained Rudelson. "They reallly
need each other to develop economically, and
they have similar commodity needs."

Turkestan, might not end up being a single na-
tion-stale like the countries of Europe, Kazemza-
deh noted. Instead, it might pull the Turkic Mus-
lims together into a "brotherhood"” -an entity un-
like anything seen in modern times: a sistem of
culture, religion, laws and economics that holds
sway across traditional borders, beyond the reach
of any central government.

However it's done, the dismantling of the
world's last empires would be even more com-
plex than the first wave of decolonization after

World War 11. These are adjacent and integral
parts of the rcalm, not an occan aways, as India
was from Britain and Indochina was from
France.

Nor arc the imperial regimes represented
simply by a few thousand colonial scttlers. Since
Russia annexed large chunks of Central Asia,
millions of ¢thnic Russians have moved there.

Kazakhstan, by far the largest of the Soviet
Central Asian republics in land arca, would be the
most contested; its 6.8 million cthnic Russians
outnumber the 6 million Kazakhs.

Similarly, since the Qing Dynasty consoli-
dated Xinjiang's oasis city-states in the 17th Cen-
tury and absorbcd the region in 1884, some 6 mil-
lion etnic Chinesc have moved in. They are now
half of Xinjiang's population and a potcntially
powerful obstacle to Turkic aspirations.

Xinjiang's oil discovery now makces it even
more vital to China, evident in new plans to rclo-
cate thousands more Chincsc to the desert re-
g1ion.

In other words, nether Moscow nor Beljing 1s
likely to give up casily. And, because of the num-
bers and the strong conflicting cultures, the pro-
cess in going Lo be unpreccedented in compyexity-
and possibly in bloodshed.

"In terms of nation-building, it's going to
be like nothing we've seen in this century or, in
terms of proportions in this part of the world,
in history," prcdictcd Rudclson. "If the central-
1zed powers of the Soviet Union and China break
down, yo're going to havc a competition for pow-
cr, a grabbing of powcr. The historic divisions
among pcoplc are going (o rc-emcrge in stiking
ways, in ways pcople, both in the region and out-
side, have long forgotten.

“There's a real possibility it could wreak
havoc in the whole area," hc said.

INTRODUCTION

Numerous books have been
published recently about the
"Uighurs" some of which were
written by European oriental-
ists such as " Colin Mackerrs",
"Games Russell Hamilton",
and some by Turks like " Rash-
eer Rahmati Arat", "Ozkan
Izgi", and some by the Chinese
such as "Lio Zishiaw". Each
one of them deals with a partic-
ular aspect 1n the history of the
"Uighurs", but "Torgon Al-
mas' who 1s originally a "Ui-
ghur" copes in his book "The
Uighurs" the history of his peo-
ple who played an important
role since their emergence on
the stage of events in Asia. Itisa
comprchensive book but two
important points should be not-
ed in this book namely.

FIRST:;

This book was composed
and published 1in Eastern Turki-
stan under the Communist Chi-
nese rule which follows a spe-
cial policy and comprchensions
In cxplaining the facts and
events in a way which suits its
trends to absord the culture of
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this country, uproot its entity,
its personal and civil identity.
One of his most important
method in that respect is bind-
ing the history of Turkistan
with that of China or illustrate
the history of Eastern Turkistan
within the frame of China's his-

tory.

SECOND:

The book mostly depends
on the books and records of the
Chinese families as well as the
local references and sources
which are available and pcrmit-
ted among the " Uighurs" as
well as the foreign printed ma-
terials which are permitted ent-
ry. Perhaps onc of the most im-
portant historic " Uighurian"
book on which ban is imposed,
1S "The History of Eastern
Turkistan" by the late " Ameer
Mohmed Ameen Boghra"
which was printed in Kashmir
in 1940.

Undoubtedly these two
points determine the issues and
motions of the book in dealing
with the history of the Muslim
Uighur pcople who rcpresent
the majority of the Eastern Tur-

kistan's population who op-
poscd and arc still opposing
Chinese tyranny. In the light of
this fact it is not easy for the
writer to rewiew freely the as-
pects of his people's history
who are keen upon attaining the
freedom and indepence which
they are deprived of by the Chi-
nese rule and occupation, but
still it 1s a thanks worthy effort
by him to seize the opporturfor
coping with matters in a tangi-
ble sensitive way to submit a
glorious history for the "Ui-
ghurs' . But the circumstances
suppress his feelings and tue up
his tongue preventing him from
frce exression. This does not
minimize in any way the impor-
tance of the book but the pru-
dent reader should observe the
suffering of the writer and ap-
preciate the restrictions of the
environment and its pressures
when he rcads it.

2. The author: Torgon Al-
mas was born in the suburb of
Kashgar city "Kohna Shaher"
on 30.10.1924. He received his
primary e¢ducation at Norbish,
and Orkah schools. Then he
studied in "Teachers Institute"
in Urumg¢i during 1939-1942.
Then he got a special scholar-
ship at "Loshoon Litterature In-
stitute” during 1956-57 and
rcads books composed by Rus-
sian, French, English and So-
viet writers. He started his lit-
tery production in 1941 by his
pocm "Qayitma Yamiz" i.c.
“We will not return”.



3. After his graduation from

the "Teachers Institute® he
worked as principal of a village
school in Qrashahr city in 1942,
but the then Chinese Komin-
tang government made a false
accusation against him because
of his nauonal stands and 1mpri-
soned him in 1943. During his
imprisonmet he wrote some na-
tional poems such as "Tot-
kon"=

"Gareeb Momai'"- "The
strange old woman"= " Azadai
Mishali" 1.e.= "Torch of Free-

m", "Ikki Tamcha Yash"
1.e.=Sad Years", "-Chopan" i.c.
"The Shepherd”.

4. In early 1946 he was re-
leased from prison and then re-
turned walking to his native
place "Kashgar", where he
worked as a teacher in a primary
school in Kohna Shahr suburb
of Kashgar. In these hard cir-
cumstances and sufferings he
composed his native poems
which reflect his pains and
hopes, some of which were
"Yashlikam" = "My Youth",
"Ana Toprak Uyan" = "For
the Sake of My Native Soil".
His poem "Tanlareem Ya-
prak” i.e.= "My Body Is Torn"
received a great popylar reac-
tion.

5. When the peace treaty be-
tween the rebels of Eastern Tur-
kistan and the Government of
Nationalist China was then con-
cluded on 15.6.1946, "Torgon
Almas" became the principal

of the "Teachers Institute™ and
Teachers Training Course 1n
Kashgar. In this ycar he wrote
some poems such as "Umidlik
Khayal" 1.c. = "The Fancy”,

"Janoob Sadasi" i1.c. = "The
Echo of the South", and "On-
elareem" 1.¢. = "My sighs".

6.0n 21.7.1947 he was ar-
rested and imprisoned in a mili-
tary prison because of his nauve
stunts and was then released on
4.8.1949 10 take over the post of
chiel editor of "Alga" = For-
ward Magazine 1n Golja" city.
Then he worked in administra-
tive work 1n 1950-53, and lastly
he dedicated himself to litcra-
tures, translations and books at
the "Society of Writers and Art-
1St Union" of Eastern Turkistan
since the year 1953.

7. He became very famous
for his various innovations and
excellent work 1n the arts of li-
terature. He published two of
his poctry books "Tareem
Shamillari" i1.c. = "The Breeze
of Tareem", and "Tang Sahar"
1.e. = "The Dawn". He also pub-
lished s a drama story undcr the
title of "Pijak" 1.e. = "The
Knife", and the represcntation
novel of "Kizil Bayrak" 1.¢. =
"The Red Banner™ which occu-
pied the first rank in the literary
contest in 1955 and was trans-
lated to the Chinese, English
and Russian Languages. Morc-
over, the drama story "Pijak"
1.e. "The Knife" was published
by the publishers "Jakaloand
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Shijor" in Chinese in 1958,

8. "Torgon Almas" was in-
terested i studying Uighur li-
ierature and published several
books and rescarches about Ui-
ghurs history, the most impor-
lant are:

1) "Honlarni Keskaja Ta-
rikhi" = History, which was
published 1n 1986 and translat-
¢d to German in Hamburg.

2) "Uighur Edikot Khan-
laki" published in Urumq.

3) Turkler =The Turks.

4) Kadimki Uighur Ede-
biyat" = The Old Uighur Liter-
aturc" published in Kashgar in

1988.

5) Uighurlar = The Ui-
ghurs, published in Urumqi in
1989, which 1s being translated

9. Beside his several books
his articles and researches are
morc than forty articles pub-
lished 1n the most prominent
papers and magazines in East-
ern Turkistan. This made him
qualificd to become researcher
and member of Central Asia
Study Association at the Social
Arts Academy in China, as well
as a mcmber of the Writers Chi-
ncse Association, a member of
the "Writers and Artists Union”
of Eastcrm Turkistan, and mem-
ber of the " Writers Chinese
Association Branch of East-
ern Turkistan".

UIGHUR KINGDOM IN
ORKHON

Undoubtedly the native
place of the Uighurs is Central
Asia and belore clucidating this
we should know the arcas
which come within the geo-
graphical context of Central
Asia. Geologists divide the
continent of Asia into three
main parts 1.¢. Eastern Asia,
Central Asia, and Western
Asia.. I believe that Central
Asia is located in a circle bor-
dered 1n the east by "Khangan
Mountains”, in the west Caspi-
an Sea, 1n the north Altar Moun-
tains” and 1n the south Himalya
Mountains. This circle includes
Eastern Turkistan. Yeu Su, Uz-
bekistan, Kirgizistan and Taji-
kistan. Since ancient times the
Uighurs were living in Tarcem
Valley between lotish Rive and
Balkash lake, in the banks of the
rivers Silinga, Orkhon, Toyla
and Rorolon 1n the present outer
Mangolia Republic and 1n the
Proince of Gansu and north of
Shanshi and Shansi Provinces.

land. The Sumaris who inhabit-
c¢d this country invented the
method of writing which was
later followed in Egypt and the
Near East. Then our granfathers
lcarned it in 2000 B.C. as the
Arami alphabets reached them,
and which evolved from the
Semri alphabet, because the
similarity between Alsafadi al-
phabet and the Gok Turk al-
phabet emphasize the fact that
these two originated from Ara-
mi alphabet.

3. Since the emergence of
the Uighurs and their reletives
in history they had their own
states and governments as well
as their glorious civilizations
and cultures through out the pe-
riod extending to the fourteent
century B.C. Among those gov-
ernments were: - the Empire of
Oguz The Great - the Empire of
the Great Hun between 220
B.C. -216 A.D., the European
Hun Empire in 375 A.D. 468
A.D., The White Hun Empire
420-565 A.D., Uighur-Orkhon
Empire 646-845 A.D.. The
State of Uighur Karakhan 350-
1212 A.D. The Gazni Sultane
960 - 1187 A.D. and the Great
saljuki sultanate, 1040-1157
A.D. The State of Khwarizm-
shah 1172-1231 A.D. and Al-
saidiah State 1504-1678 A.D.

4. Central Asia since ancicent
times was not only the native
place of the Uighurs but it was
also birth place of onc of the an-

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cient human civilization, as the
Historian Morgan said about it
that: “Key to the world civiliza-
tion is buried in the valley of
Tareem and when that key is
found the secret of civilization
would be known.”

S.Modern geological re-
searches have proved that the
basin of Tareem and Jungaria
arc aboundant with huge quani-
titics of good different type of
minerals such as uranium, radi-
um and coal mines.

6. Western Central Asia 1.e.
Soviet Central Asia does not
differ much from the Eastern
part in events and geological
changes. Gceologists say that
Central Asia was ex;osed to
natural changes and drought be-
fore eight thousand years which
compelled its ancient inhabi-
tants to migrate to Eastern and
Western Asia. At that time a
group of them migrated to
Mongolia and Bikal lake basin
(ancicntly called Bai Koll).
They are the ancestors of the
Eastern Uighurs who rcturned
lo Eastern Turkistan in 840
A.D. Moreover, a group of
them migrated from Tareem
valley across Ladakh to North
India and they are the ancestors
of the Dravidians who had their
influence over the old civiliza-
tion of India.

7. The ancestors of the con-
tcmpory German, Persian and
Indian pcoples who are the Ary-
ants were living in South and



South-East of the Caspian. Sea
during the period 2000-1700
B.C. before migrating to India.
This migraton lead to the emer-
gence of a group affiliated to the
group of the Indo-European
languages which originated
from the Aryans. Before them
lived the Dravidians whose hair
1S black and nose flat and are af-
filiated to the race of " Astro
Asiatic Hindunos". After the
immigration of the Aryans to
Nort India the Dravidian pecople
were compelled to migrate to
South India.

8. The areas extending from
the valley of Tarim towards
Kok Noor 1n Shanghai in the
South-East and towards Tibct
in the South were exposed to
annihilation of the Tibet due to
the wars which waged between
the periods 7-8 A.D. Beside this
there were groups of propaga-

tionists for Buddhism, Magian-
iIsm, Manwia and Alsatoorai
beliefs, as well as businessmen,
caravans and statesmen as well
as commanders wandering 1n
Tarim valley and left their re-
mains and influence in the his-
tory, policy, civilization and
cconomy of the region. For ¢x-
ample the Koshan Empire (50
B.C. -420 A.D.) extendet dur-
ing the reign of the Emperor
Kashka the 2nd (78-128 A.D.)
to India, Khotan, Yarkand and
Kashgar. He was one of lhc
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propagationists of Buddhism
among the pcoples who he
brought under hus rule and so he
sent Indian Buddhists and gov-
ernors who knew the Turkish
and Indian language to the Ul-
ghurs 1n Tanm Valley.

9. Morcover, Indian Bud-
dhist propagationists, business-
men and administrators came
during the rule of the White
Hun Empire which lasted for 87
years during 480-567 A since
Emperor Atialanos spread its
authority over Khoten, Yar-
kand, Kashgar, Aksu and Ku-
char These Indian outsiders
formed only an cthnic minority
among the majority of its Ui-

ghur population.

10. The ancestors of the an-
cient Uighurs believed in Sha-
mansm and its (ollowers used to
worship the sun, moon, sky,
carth and water. According to
their beliel they used to place
the doors ol their tents and
houses towards the sun and
worship 1t ten times. This 1s em-
phasized by the ttles of the
Kings of Uighur and Orkhon as
the King Jawkad Khan (821-
824) held the title of "Kon Tan-
garidah Ulong Bolmish Alib
Kojlok Balkah Kagan i.e."
The Strong Wise King who was
crcatcd by the Goddess of

Sun".
