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INTRODUCTION

In 1405, at the very beginning of the campaign against China, the fierce ruler and
great emperor of Central Asia, Timur (Tamerlane) passed away in Otrar. For 35 years
of his aggressive campaigns, Timur had expanded his domains to the Mediterranean
Sea in the west, Mongolia in the east, Irag and India in the south. Satisfied with the
title of khan's son-in-law and the governance on behalfof Chaghatayid puppet khans,
Timur created the superpower, which he divided between his sons and grandsons. His
eldest son Miran Shah gained the power overwestern Iran and Irag; his youngest son
Shah Rukh (1377-1447) received the areas in north-eastern Iran, including south of
modern Turkmenistan and north-western part of modern Afghanistan with the center
in Herat; while his grandson Ulugh Beg (1394-1449), after a series of feuds, obtained
the personal “metropolitan” possession over Mawara’annahr with its capital, Samar -
gand, whose magnificent buildings overshadowed the architectural splendor of other
world capitals. Under the Timurids, Central Asia became a major center of civiliza -
tion with flourishing crafts, trade, arts and sciences. Numerous mints throughout the
vast domains of Timur issued silver coins of three denominations: a tanga weighing
5.8-6.1 g, a half (zzmtanga) and a quarter tanga (mzrz), as well as copper coins -fulus
Cadliya, copper dinars, dangi etc.). Irregular in shape and often different in weight
the copper flans were decorated on both sides with intricatefloral or geometric orna-
ments, sometimes also supplied with images ofanimals and birds. The inscriptions on
these coins containedamint name, a date (usually in Arabic words), and occasionally
a denomination. Earlyfulus often bore the ruler's names, however after the death of
Timur and his first successors, thosewere placed on copper coins only in exceptional
cases. As a result of the monetary reform of Ulugh Beg, almost all copper coins issued
in the state followed the standard pattern with the mint name carved in the center of
a six-petal rosette. Shortly afterwards, many mints were closed, while the remaining
ones continued minting copper coins with the sole indication Bukhara.

At the decline of the Timurid dynasty (late 15thcentury), the state became
decentralized,splitting into a number of principalities mintingthe coins on their
own pattern, although the copper coins issued or counterstamped in Bukhara and
Samarqgand continued to prevail in the small retail trade. It was at that time that
placing counterstamps on the coins, both copper and silver, became a particularly
frequent practice. Varied in form and content, counterstamps performed the fis-
cal function in addition to the type-distinguishing one, thus suggesting that the
state additionally benefits from coin circulation. Coin counterstamps have the
shape of a cartouche (usually small, but sometimes almost completely covering
the surface on one, rarely both of the coin sides), which contains the name of a
town or a region, denomination or weight unit (dangi, mithgal, dinar, miri), less
commonly the date, even more rarely the rulers’ names of and other inscriptions.
With the change of a ruler, or for other reasons (for example, when anew year
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started), current coins were declared outdated, subject to significant devaluation
or even withdrawal from circulation. New coins had a different design to be dis-
tinguished from the previous issues, but the complete replacement of circulating
money was a quite costly and long-lasting venture, so the “old” coins were simply
counterstamped, thus comprising a quicker and cheaper way of marking them as
“new”. A counterstamp on the coin meant thealterationof its exchange rate (usually
higher than thy previous type without the counterstamp). Sometimes, as coins
received their original values, they got marked with another counterstamp —
khub (“good” in Persian). As a result, the number of counterstamps on a coin could
reach 5or 7 or even more; sometimes it happened that counterstamps covered the
entire surface of a coin, so that it is virtually impossible to tell how it originally
looked or where it was initially struck.

At the beginning of the 16th century, Muhammad Shaybani (Shaibani, Shibani)
Khan (1451-1510), a descendant of Genghis Khan, united the tribes of nomads, who
called themselves Uzbeks and inhabited the steppe region between the Irtysh and
the Ural rivers and in the lower reaches of the Syr Darya river. Benefiting from feuds
between the rulers of Mawara’annahr, he led his hordes to Bukhara and Samargand.
After Shaybani Khan had seized his future capital for the first time, Zahir al-Din
Muhammad Babur (1483-1530), a descendant of Timur and the ruler of Ferghana,
conquered it back for a short time. Twice was Shaybani Khan forced to seize Samar-
gand, so the scientific literature refers the beginning of his reign sometimes to 1500
and then to 1501. In the following five years, the Uzbeks seized all the eastern Timurid
domains, including Ferghana and Badakhshan. Shaybani Khan seized Khorezm in
1505; two years later he captured and plundered Herat. The Timurids retained only
Kabul and Ghazni, where Babur gained a foothold in 1505. Shaybani Khan passed
away in 916/1510, in the battle against the army of Shah Isma'il Safavi (1501-1524),
the founder of the Safavid state. The subsequent economic crisis, political instability
and devastation inside the country, as well as external claims to the Shaybanid lands
by the neighboring gizilbashes, Babur the Timurid and other opponents, intensified
the feudal strifewithin the ruling elite. The Shaybanid governors of Khorezm took
advantageof that situation and separated out into the independent Khanate of Khiva.
Babur, with the support of Shah Isma'il, recaptured Mawara’annahr but soon was de-
feated and forced to flee, first to Kabul and a few years later further to northern India,
where he founded the Mughal dynasty. In his famous Babur-nama, Babur described in
detail the ups and downs of his own destiny and political conditions that prevailed in
Central Asia and Afghanistan at the turn of the 15thand 16thcenturies. The less known
but no less informative work Ta'rikh-i RashidibyBabur’s contemporary and relative,
ruler and historian Muhammad Haidar Dughlat, is an additional source reflecting the
political collisions of the time. Unfortunately, when describing the endless quarrels,
raids, seizures and destruction of Central Asian towns, the authors tell us virtually
nothing about their economic and social life.
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By 1513, the Shaybanids finally gained a firm foothold throughout the former
Timurid domains, having inter alia inherited the monetary system as well. Decorative
cartouches of floral or geometric design, which contained the mint name and some-
times the date, constituteda practical distinction between copper coins of different
exchange rates. Since the Timurid copper coins remained (if not even prevailed) in
the monetary circulation during the first decade of the Shaybanid reign alongside the
later issues, both are generally studied together.

Published 30 years ago, a profound study The History of Monetary Circulation
in Medieval Central Asia by E. A. Davidovich [Davidovich, 1983] serves till now as a
visual aid for the researchers of numismatics, trying to restore the course of historical
events on the basis of such specific material sources as the coins. Having processed
36 copper coin hoards of the 15th- early 16thcenturies from different museums and
private collections, and having examined the narrative sources and legal documents
ofthe period, E. A. Davidovich presented a detailed picture of monetary circulation in
the Timurid and Shaybanids states, revealed numerous financial crises and reforms, as
well as other historical facts and events, the notices of which are absent from written
sources. However, being the author ofthis fundamental research, she herselfadmitted
that the requirements for the maximum number of printed pages and the consequent
lack of space in the monograph had forced her to leave a lot of issues untouched. What
the study could mainly provide was a number of hoards, many of which having been
previously published, just as a rule without illustrations. Of all varieties of copper
emissions in the vast domains of the Timurids and Shaybanids, E. A. Davidovich had
chosen to study coins of the 15 - 16thcenturies from the two regions with the most
developed monetary circulation — Central Mawara’annahr (the historic area with the
cities of Samargand and Bukhara) and Hisar (the districts of Hisar and Khuttalan
with capitaltowns of the same names). The coins of these emissions comprise up to
80% of the hoards found in each period, being included in the “main fund” of copper
coin types. These types are described in detail, graphically reconstructed and num-
bered sequentially for each mint. As the basis for the classification of copper coins,
E. A. Davidovich proposed to choose the decorative design of obverse and reverse
sides of a coin. The cartouches served as the main criterion of distinguishing the
medieval coins of Mawara’annahr — “new” from “old”, “own” from “alien”, as well as
their different denominations. The legends were placed in circles, triangles, squares
or rectangles, segments and other border design sections, decorated with floral and
geometric motives, but the population, illiterate for the most part, could not read these
inscriptions and had torecognize the coins by appearance alone. Minor changes in
the laconic legends on the Shaybanid copper coins, indicating the place and date of
issue (in words or numbers), are proposed to be accepted as variant differences. Coins
of other regions, represented in the hoards in single quantities and for this reason
not included in the “main fund”, were almost ignored. Although E. A. Davidovich in
the preface of her work assumed a further study of the historical situation in large
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areas, such as Ferghana, Tashkent oasis and the Seven Rivers, but this required the
accumulation of more hoards where “local” issues would be represented by a larger
number of types.

E. A. Davidovich has done a tremendous work in classification and dating of coun-
terstamps. All of them are divided into two categories on the basis of the presence or
absence of a term for coin denomination. Each category, in turn, is divided into the
following groups: 1 —with mint indication; 2 —without such; besides, the specific
group 3 is distinguished, — namelyanepigraphic counterstamps (i.e. without any
inscriptions, decorated with ornaments only). Each group identifies several types
based on the shape of a counterstamp cartouche. Over the past few years, dozens of
new counterstamps have been revealed, and it has been proposed to complement the
first category with the group of coins containing the indication of internal “goodness”,
and also to single out the coins with animal images intoa separate group, although
in our opinion they both would logically fit groups 2 and 3. On this basis, analysis of
counterstamps on the coins of the described hoards was conducted according to the
traditional classification developed by E. A. Davidovich.

Over the past decades, several large hoards of the Timurid and Shaybanid copper
coins have been found in Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan and Tajikistan. A pre-
liminary analysis of those findings showed that the composition of peripheral hoards
is markedly different from the ones representing the monetary circulation of Central
Mawara’annahr, especially in a much larger number oflocal coin issues, including the
production of previously unknown mints, as well as the presence of coins with vari-
ous zoomorphic subjects. Some of those hoards have been processed and published,
but due to the inherent complexity of the material presented, these publications
are accessible mainly to a narrow circle of specialists, while the coin types that are
newly introduced into scholarly use are normally accompanied by brief descriptions
only, sometimes withoutwell-done drawings and graphic reconstructions. Former
domains of the Timurids and Shaybanids are presently divided between the modern
states; researchers from national republics, studying and publishing the “local” coin
findings, often disregard the results of similar work by their colleagues and set their
own numbering for “newlydiscovered” coin types, ignoring the same ones previously
attributed and described by other authors. The result is a “multiple” classification of
the same types, seriously complicatinga further work with this numismatic source.

The purpose of this book is to continue the publication of hoards, unify (if possible)
the groundwork of the Central Asian numismatists in systematizing the Timurid and
Shaybanid copper, and illustratethe vast variety of coin types and peculiarities of the
peripheral monetary circulation in the 15 - 16th centuries.

In 1997, L. Yu. Shpeneva defended in Tashkent her Ph. D. thesis onthe “Monetary
Circulation of Fergana and Shash in the Timurid Era (copper coins ofthe 15th - early
16th centuries)'l[Shpeneva, 1997]. The study focused on 34 hoards found in the oases
of Ferghana and Tashkent, with a total of 15,690 copper coins of the 15 - 16th centu-
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ries. All these hoards are stored in public and private collections in Uzbekistan and
Kyrgyzstan. The study presents and analyzes the copper coinage of the 15th century
in the Ferghana Valley (issues of Akhsi and Andigan) and Tashkent oasis (issues of
Tashkandl Parak, Farkat, Shahrukhiya and Shash). Using the coin classification de-
veloped by E. A. Davidovich with allocation of categories, groups, types and variants,
L. Yu. Shpeneva introduced new coin types of Ferghana and Shash into scholarly use.
For the Ferghana oasis, these are the 817/1414-152issue of Akhsi and 4 coin types
of Andigan: type 1 — 818/1415-10, type 2 — 819/1416-17, type 3 — 832/1428-29,
type 4 — 898-899/1492-94 (the latter type is represented by 7 variants of orna-
mental cartouche decoration). For the Shash oasis, 6 coin types of Tashkand have
been distinguished: type 1 — 832/1428-29, type 2 — 897-899/1491-94, type 3 —
897/1491, type 4 - 899/1493- 94, 902/1496-97, 904/1498- 99, 907/1501-02 or
909/1503-04, types 5 and 6 — undated (between 907 and 909); 2 coin types of Shash:
type 1—898-899/1492-93, type 2 — undated (between 907 and 909); 4 coin types
of Shahrukhiya: type 1 — 819/1416-17, type 2 — 823/1420, type 3 — 832/1428-29,
type 4 — undated (between 907 and 909). The coins of Parak represent a single type,
those of Farkat — 3 undated types (between 907 and 909).

In the course of processing the north-eastern hoards, new coin types were recorded
for central Mawara’annahr. These are 3 coin types of Bukhara with dates 863/1458-59,
866/1461-62, 873/1468-69 and 874/1469-70. Also, a new coin type of Samargand
was identified, with dates 874/1469-70, 876/1471-72 and 878/1473-74.

The hoards also contained the coins imported from outside Mawara’annahr. The
coinage of Balkh represents 5 types: 854/1450, 855/1451, 860/1455-56,877/1472-73
or 879/1474-75. The coins of Badakhshan show 2 types: 869/1463-64 and 875/1470-
71. The coins of Herat represent 3 types: type 1 — 863/1458-59, 864/1459-60,
868/1463-64; type 2 — undated, type 3 — 877/1473-73 or 879/1474-75. The coin-
ages of Kabul and Marware represented by2 types each: Kabul — 820/1417-18 and
undated, Marw — 866/1461-62 and 874/1469-70. The coins of Kashgar represent
the single type dated 858/1454-55.

The unknown issues of Bukhara and Samargand identified earlier allowed to
clarify the picture of the monetary economy of the central Mawara’annahr. The ex-
Mawara’annahr coins found in the north-eastern hoards have greatly enriched the
fund of Khorasan copper coin types and enabled the study of some aspects of coin
production in Khorasan. The author managed to amend the classification of both
host coins and counterstamps, having supplemented it with 20 new types of coun-
terstamps, 13 of whichwere updated with regard to more accurate geographical or
chronological attribution.

1 Tashkand jusLiL' is the mint indicaion of late medieval Tashkent (now the capital of Uzbekistan).

2 Hereinafter, the dates of issue, placed on the coins in Arabic words or figures, are given accordingto the
Islamic calendar (Muslim era, otherwise Anno Hegirae), normally marked as AH orwithout it, andaccompanied
with conversion into the yearsofthe Julian calendar (Anno Domini, AD) in figures after the slash sign (/).
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As a result, theefforts made in the given sourcestudy were mainly aimedat deter-
mining the time and place of important financial activities unknown before, and also
at clarifying the dating or locationof the actions formerly known. All this, in turn,
allowed to review the monetary economy in the north-east of Mawara’annahr under
the Timurids, trace the stages of monetary circulation in Ferghana and Shash, and
also make some significant adjustments to the previous periodization of the monetary
policy throughoutMawara’annahr. Unfortunately, the thesis paper was not published
in full for the reasons remaining beyond the author's control, and only a few fragments
of this work became available to the scholarly community in the form of separate
articles and abstracts [Shpeneva, 1987; Shpeneva, 1990; Shpeneva, 1991].

The paper of R. Z. Burnasheva, Kazakhstan's leading specialist in numismatics [Bur-
nasheva, 2006], summarizes the results of her long-term research based on the study
of the archaeological coin complex (about 10 thousand specimens) from Otrar-tobe,
Kuyruk-tobe, Turkestan (Yasi) and Sauran. To reconstruct the history of the monetary
circulation in the south of Kazakhstan in the 15-17th centuries, she additionally involved
the numismatic collections of regional museums in Shymkent and Taraz along with
the coin complexes stored in the collections of the State Hermitage (St. Petersburg)
and the State Historical Museum (Moscow). The coins of Balkh, 832/1428-29 and
Khuttalan, 852/1448, as well as the undated coins of Yasi, Sayram and Tashkand with
images of a deer were introduced into scholarly use. The newlydetected coin types
of the towns, located in the territory of modern Kazakhstan in the second half of the
16th century, have added much to the Shaybanid copper coin type stock.

The hoard found in 1987 in Khujand region (former Leninabad district of Tajik-
istan) consisted of 1,967 copper coins of the 15th - early 16th centuries, most of which
werestruck in 917-920 AH [Dovudi, 1998]. Not only the abundance of coinage, but
also numerous active mints make this period notable in the scientific sense. More than
100 coin types from I7minting centers were identified in the hoard from Khujand. The
coins of Samargand and Bukhara represent the major part (over 80%), followed by
the coins of Hisar (somewhat less than 10%). The next group includes the towns or
regionsrepresented by 20 to 30pieces each (Khuttalan, Balkh, Kufin, Marw); the last
group includes the mints represented by less than lospecimens. In the description
of the hoard, Davlatkhodzha Dovudi used his own numbering of coin types with the
division intotowns and periods, providing the references to type numbers previously
defined by E. A. Davidovich. At the same time, his classification approach differs in a
way from that proposed by E. A. Davidovich; resulting in the “discovery” of new coin
types with only slight deviations in the cartouche design of the obverse or the orna-
ments on the reverse from those already described and published before. Despite
some inaccuracies in the coin attributions, D. Dovudi has definitely completed his
task of introducing new factual material into scholarly use.

The author of this book studies the hoards of the Timurid and Shaybanid copper
coins found in Kyrgyzstan. He has introduced into scholarly use the coin series with
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bird images, struck in Andigan and Akhsi between 910 and 920 AH, along with new
coin types of Yasi and Sayram [Kamyshev, 2011; Kamyshev, 2012; Kamyshev, 2012-2].

The colorfully pictured albums issued in recent years, the aim of which is to popular-
ize the numismatic heritage among the mass audience, often expose the lack of profes-
sionalism and scientific analysis, illustrate the coins chosen at random and above all
contain gross mistakes in the coin type definitions [Tukhtiev 1996; Tyunibekyan, 2003].
The perfectly illustrated edition of numismatic findings collected by the researchers of
Kazakhstan during the archaeological excavations of the ancient settlement of Turkestan
and surrounding relics [Burnasheva, Smagulov, Tuyakbaev, 2006] is however a pleasant
exception. The catalog covers the period under review by means ofthe coins froma large
hoarddated back to the late 15th century, found on the banks of the Karachik river, and
for the latter reason entitled after its name. Thehoardhas revealed a few rare coin types
of Urdu and Heart, 832/1428-29, Balkli, 854/1450-51, and also a unique coin of Yangi
(Taraz), 797/1377-78. Unfortunately, the composers could not avoid some mess in coin
attribution: specimens presented by them as the coinage of the previously unknown
mint of Jend, allegedly operating in 832 AH, belong in fact to thecoin production of
Shahrukhiya, published more than oncebefore by E. A. Davidovich.

The present publication, apart from bringing to lightnew copper hoards of the 15th -
first quarter of the 16th centuries from Kyrgyzstan, aims at the same time to create a
subsequent illustrated catalog based on the numbering system previously proposed by
E. A. Davidovich for the coin types of Samargand, Bukhara, Hisar and Khuttalan. Under
the classification, proven to be substantial over the years, the hoards have been classified
both by place of minting and by coin type, thus maintaining the principle proposed by the
maitre of Central Asian numismatics, —namely settingaseparate numbering for each mint,
preferably in chronological order, assigning the subsequent number to a newly discovered
coin type. As far as possible, the numbering reflects the former researchers’ contribution:
some coins from the described hoards obtain the numbers originally assigned to the same
type, even if it was not presented in the primary work with a high-quality scan.

Modern technical facilities allow to reproduce color photographs and scans of
coins, which previously could be shown only asdrawing reconstructions, often with
annoying inaccuracy.

The book has been published in the framework of the research project of the Inter-
national Institute for Central Asian Studies under the auspices of UNESCO. The author
thanks Dr. Vladimir N. Nastich, director of the Department of oriental written sources
(Institute of Oriental Studies, Russian Academy of Sciences, Moscow), for his kind
consent to carry out the general revision of the Russian draft of the book, read out the
text and correct the Introduction to the English version, and alsosubmit some rarecoins
from his collection for publication. The author expresses his sincere gratitude to PhD.

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A 15" CENTURY HOARD OF COPPER COINS FROM SUZAK

In late 1997, ahoard of copper coins, found in the village of Suzak of Jalal-Abad district
of Kyrgyzstan, in the courtyard of the Salievs family on Barpy Street, was delivered
to Bishkek [Kamyshev, 1999]. The hoard was stored in a ceramic pot, apparently
squashed in ancient times, as most of the coins were covered with thick crusts of
caked humus in addition to severe corrosion. After having been cleaned, all the 647
coins were identified as anonymous and mostly single-type. The basis of the obverse
design consists of a 6-petal rosette, containing the circular inscription of the coin
name — ~/p.J/nc /™ / fulus-i'adliyazarb “[copper] coin[s]'adliya struck [at]
<...>” between the petals, the latter word referring to the mint name placed in the
central circle of the rosette. The reverse contains the full or fragmented date in Ara-
bicwords—iJ IS U ~1 “year 832" (1428-29). Six coins of another type
(alinear asterisk within the 6-pointed “Star of Solomon”) contain the date 823/1420
and lenticular counterstamps. Annex | presents the quantitative composition of the
hoard classified by places of minting.

All coin typesstruck with the date 832 in Bukhara, Samargand, Andigan, Qar-
shi, Tirmidh and Shahrukhiya are known from previous publications [Alhamova,
1944; Susenkova, 1957; Davidovich, 1966; Davidovich, 1979], the copper coins of
Samargand and Bukhara having been added to the type-table as #8 and #3, re-
spectively [Davidovich, 1983. p. 69, 79]. Since the hoard, as noted above, revealed
the early outputs of Andigan and Shahrukhiya mints, their coins of 832 type are
tabulated as #3. Qarshi and Tirmidhmints also struck the coins of centralized
issue of 82371429, therefore they are included in our catalog as #2. When first
published, Suzak hoard caused the difficulties in defining the three types with
the names of the mints failed to be detected in previous editions. The detailed
representations of the coins were submitted for attribution by Dr. B. D. Kochnev
(Samargand), who determined that two of them had beenstruck in Tirmidh and
Bukhara in 832 AH (on both coins, a peculiar font style of the mint names caused
the difficulty in determination), and the third one, previously unpublished, in
Samarqgand in 818 (?) AH.

Type 48. Samargand, 811 AH3 Obverse: mint name (juSJ-u. 'adil Samargand)
and date in words. Reverse: an 8-petal decorative rosette in the circular geometric
frame and star-shaped figure in the center.

The rare coin of 811 AH, anonymous, with no religious or political attributes, ac-
cording to some researchers, could be referred to a briefperiod of “interregnum” before
the advent to power of amir Shah Rukh (807-850/1405-1447), in whose name the
mintage begins in Samargand in the same 811 AH [Nastich, 2007, p. 159].

3 A similar but well preserved coin in the collection of V. N. Nastich (Moscow) shows a clearly legible
date 811, so we may reject the doubtful dating proposed by B. D. Kochnev.
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Legends in lenticular counterstamps on the coins issued in 823 AH are readable
only on 4 of the 6 specimens — «Solju-J nimdang “halfdang» (Samargand). Accord-
ing to the classification proposed by E. A. Davidovich, the counterstamp refers to the
first group of the second class.

The hoard found in Suzak corresponds to the second stage of the multistage divi-
sion of monetary circulation in Mawara’annahr in the 15th - the first quarter of the
16th centuries, proposed by E. A. Davidovich. The first stage (early 15th century) is
the time of intensification of issuing copper coins and increasing money supply. From
avariety of coin types circulated during this period, two copper coins of Samargand
found inthe Chu Valley (Kyrgyzstan) are notable for a decorative triangular cartouche
and three circles in the center (the type is dated 785; Annex V-i). According to the
Spanish ambassador Ruy Gonzales de Clavijo, who visited Samargand in 1404, the
three rings, signifying the three parts of the world, are the emblem of Timur, the ruler
of Asia, Europe and India [Clavijo, 1881, p. 235-236]. During the reigns of his son
Shah Rukh and grandson Ulugh Beg, this emblem (or rather, the family tamga) was
sometimes placed on their silver and copper coins.

The early Timurid copper marks out the single-type series of coins with the image ofa
lion with the rising sun behind, struck in Samargand (type 2) and Bukhara (type 23 accord-
ing to E. A. Davidovich) during the reign of Ulugh Beg in 817/1414-15. In her dissertation,
L. Yu. Shpeneva reported the coin with the similar subject, struck in Akhsi (Ferghana) in
the same year; this type was also published among the findings of the South Kazakhstan
[Burnasheva 2006, p. 15]. This coin reserves #1 in the coinage of Akhsi. Issuing the coins
with the repeated “lion and sun’ zoomorphic subject simultaneously in several towns is
a rare or even unique case in the times of the Timurid dynasty. What was it — a mere
attempt to unify coin type or the allegory reflecting an astronomical event unknown to
us? The first successful and memorable composition of a lion and the human-faced sun
rising behind, symbolizing the might of the world power illuminated with its heavenly
destination, is noted in 639-640/1241-43 on the silver dirhams of sultan Kaykhusraw
I bin Kayqubad of the Rum Seljuq dynasty. [Nastich, 1990. P. 135]. However, there is a
more romantic version: Kaykhusraw allegedly conceived the idea of portraying himself
together with his beloved wife Rusudan, the daughter of the Georgian Queen, on his coins,
but Muslim theologians opposed it. To bypass an interdiction, the monarch ordered to
portray himself as a Hon, and his wife as a solar face [Nastich, 2012. P. 51]. The subject
ofa lion (or snow leopard) and the sun graced many of the Golden Horde coins of khan
Uzbek struck in Saray in 737 AH, it being known that, in this case, the image of a lion or
snow leopard does not refer to the calendar symbolism because, according to the 12-year

“animal” cycle, 737 AH coincided with the year of the mouse [Muhamadiev, 1983. P. 78].
A variety of explanations was dedicated to the semantics of this composition; below are
some of them. A lion (or snow leopard which is more familiar to the Turkic-speaking
peoples), being a symbol of military power and domination over the whole world, was
perceived as an astral symbol of the sun having the same attributes in the universal scale.
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In India and Persia, a lion, on its mane, moves the human-faced sun across the sky, but
the farther the subject “goes” to the north-east, the more often the allegorical holder of
the supreme power is represented by a snow leopard, more familiar to Turks [Goncharov,
2004, p. 17]. Interestingly, when describing the Ak-Saray Palace in the town of Kish, Clavijo
mentioned the image of a lion against the background of the sun, placed above a door.
Built in more than 20 years, this palace was a work of exclusively Persian architects who
remained faithful to the national taste and placed the emblem of a lion and the sun at the
top of the main pediment, thus decorating the house of the Turan Conqueror with the
emblem of the Iranian rulers [Vambery, 1992, p. 401]. Judging by the singularity of the
samples, the series of coins with the image of a lion and the sun did not become popular;
however more coins with the same image motif, minted in other towns, are supposed to
be found in the future.

The bulk issue of single-type coins struck in Bukhara, Samargand, Andigan, Qarshi,
Tirmidh, Shahrukhiya, Balkh, Marw, Hisar, etc. in 823 AH covered the increasing
market demand for copper coins. The hoard preserved 6 coins of this period which
were counterstamped and lost half of their basic value at the beginning of the second
stage. (The name of mint on them is erased or typed over with counterstamp). The
coin of Samargand of 811 AH, avoided to be counterstamped, refers to this stage, too.
Weight of the coins of the first stage ranges from 3.7 to 4.9 grams.

The second stage begins with the monetary reform of Ulugh Beg, revealed by
E.A. Davidovich based on the study of coin hoards. In 832 AH, new copper coins
were issued into circulation; their weight was considerably higher than of those is-
sued prior to the reform. The essence of the reform was to unify copper coins across
the Mawara’annahr to ensure their free circulation throughout the towns of the vast
domains of the Timurids. Issuing new coins and exchanging them for old ones at the
rate, favorable for the Treasury, isacommon practice in the East. However, the reform
of Ulugh Beg, according to E.A. Davidovich, was conducted on terms favorable for
the population. This assumption is based on the fact that only one of the 46 Timurid
hoards studied by her consists entirely of pre-reform coins; therefore, the population
exchanged its “old” money for “new” one instead of keeping it for better times.

New weighted standardized coins were struck in Samargand, Bukhara, Andigan, Qarshi,
Tirmidh, Shahrukhiya and, according to recent findings ofthe Kazakhstan researchers, in
Herat and Urdu [Burnasheva, Smagulov, Tuyakbaev, 2006, p. 59-60]. As reported above,
L. Yu. Shpeneva identified the coins of Tashkand with the date 832, and V. N. Nastich col-
lection stores a coin of Khwarizm (Khorezm) of similar type, struck in the same year. The
post-reform coins were exchanged for the lighter pre-reform ones with a small surcharge.
Then, the simultaneous issue in all minting centersapart from Bukhara was either stopped
or continued with indicating only one city — Bukhara, whose mint went on actively work-
ing. The weight of copper coins from the Suzak hoard, struck in Bukhara with the date
832, ranges from 3.8 to 11.6 g; their weight diagram hasnoexpressed common peak, while
about 90% of the coins rest within 5.1 to 7.5 grams (refer to Fig. 1).
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Interestingly, the average weight of the coins issued in other towns is 7.5 to 8.0
g. The weight diagram of the coins described is significantly different from the data
presented earlier [Davidovich, 1983, p. 171]. There, the weight diagram of the Bukhara
coins of 832 AH shows two peaks — 4.2 to 4.4 and 5.7 to 5.8 g, and in our case the
peaks are 5.8 to 6.0 and 6.4 g. This can be explained by the fact that the beginning
of the second phase is due to the issue of heavyweight coins, as it is indicated on the
coins of other mints, of 7.6 to 7.8 g. When the issue in all townsbut Bukhara stopped,

“monopolists” began permanently reducing the weight of issued coins — first down

to 6.4 g, and then to 5.8 g, the date 832 on reverse being unchanged. Perhaps, at the

final stage of the reform, coins of 823type were withdrawn from circulation and over -
struck, thus forming the peaks on the diagram provided by E. A. Davidovich. Similar

coins with the remains of inscriptions and ornaments of those of 823type have been

already reported earlier [Davidovich, 1979, p. 301, photo-table 17/9]. For more than

30 years of issue, heavyweight coins of Bukhara were washed out of circulation, and

their weight parameters shifted downward. On this basis, we can assume that the

Suzak hoard consisting almost entirely of heavyweight coins, was hidden in the first

decade after the beginning of the reform of 1428.

Most coins struck in Bukhara, as M. E. Masson figuratevely called it, “are marked by
the sheer negligence and carelessness” [Masson, 1966, p. 113]. In some cases, the dies
were carved by semiskilled die-cutters, therefore the standard image lost its symmetry
and grace, and the inscription — the refinement of the statutory handwriting. Aspecimen
noted for calligraphic handwriting exists, on which the inscription [IjL”f Bukhara was
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made mirrorwise. E. A. Davidovich is inclined to attribute crudely finished samples with

inscriptions only roughly resembling the prototypes to the production of counterfeiters.
However, comparative weighing of “elegant” and “negligent” coins of Bukhara has led

to interesting results. Their average weight was, respectively, 6.3 and 5.9 g, which co-
incides with the two peaks in our diagram. A slight weight difference between “elegant”
and “negligent” coins, as well as the proportion ofthe first to the second (approximately

60:40) nevertheless suggests that “negligent” coins were issued by low-skilled official

coiners rather than counterfeiters.

The difference ofthe Suzak hoard from those previously published is a higher content
of heavyweight coins of Bukhara and other mints. This can be explained by the fact that
the hoard was hidden within the first decade after the reform of Ulugh Beg, or at the be-
ginning ofthe second stage according to the classification of E. A. Davidovich. The hoard
allowed to specify the time of occurrence of lenticular counterstamps at the second stage.
Earlier, this dating was unclear, and the question of referring lenticular counterstamps
to the second or the third stage was left open. And finally, the hoard allowed introducing
previously unpublished coin type of Samargand of 811 AH into scholarly use.

While for the south of modem Kyrgyzstan, which was part of the Timurid and afterwards
Shaybanid states, hoards of coins of the 15th - early 16th centuries are not uncommon,
the northern regions of Kyrgyzstan entered the “coinless” period, asjudged by the scanty
numismatic findings. Inthe Seven Rivers, rare findings ofthe Timurid coins are registered
mainly in the Talas Valley adjacent to the fortress of Ashpar. The coin stuff collected by
a secondary school teacher M.F. Tur on the banks of the Kirov reservoir, which flooded
the ancient town of metallurgists, Shelji, also includes 42 coins of the Timurids, issued
throughout the 15th century. Caught in a humid environment, the copper coins became
severely corrosive, almost lost their images and were identified by the approximate general
appearance. Even a small hoard was found at the site of the ancient settlement; it consisted
of 13 copper coins struck in Samargand in 823/1420-21, and more than ten coins struck in
Bukhara with the date 832. The copper coin issued in Khuttalan is of some interest; due to
poor preservation, the date on itwas unreadable. According to its publishers [Burnasheva,
Aitova, 1999, p. 76-81], they have not found this type in previous publications they read.
Unfortunately, the book does not contain the illustration or detailed representation ofthe coin.

In 2000 in the Issyk-Kul, in the vicinity of the settlement of Kurmenty, local small
boys handed over two Timurid coins, they came across, to members ofthe archaeological
expedition under the leadership of V. M. Ploskikh; these are a silver tanga of Shah Rukh-
issued after the reform of 828 AH, and a copper fulus of Samargand of 823 type with late
Samargandcounterstamp. The single findings of the Timurid coins are registered in the
Chu Valley. In the vicinity of the village of Yuiyevka (the ancient settlement of Syn-Tash),
two copper coins of Samargand of 785 AH were found. In 2012, in the fields near the set-
tlement of Nuzket (north of the town of Kara-Balta), the coin of Qarshi of 832 AH with
square counterstamp n “dangi, coinage of Samargand” was found;
today it is the “youngest” of the Timurid coins found in the Chu Valley.
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A HOARD OF COPPER COINS
(15th- EARLY 16" CENTURIES) FROM CHANGYT

In 1997, a hoard of 980 copper coins, found in the village of Changyt of Jalal-Abad
district of Kyrgyzstan, was brought to Bishkek. Judging by the dates on the coins,
the “youngest” of which were issued in 913/1507-084, the time when it was hidden
falls on the restless period full of social shocks. In the late 15th century, Amir Timur's
successors, having divided the vast domains of their great ancestor into principalities,
altered in the capital Samargand almost every year during continuous feuds. But, as
it turned out, the monetary policy regarding the issue and simultaneous change of
single-type coins in principalities, which were practically independent of Samargand
remained common.

In the Changyt hoard, the issues of Samargand and Bukhara prevail, followed by
the coins of Andigan, which was at that time the center of the Ferghana principality
wherein the hoard was found. The hoard includes about twenty coins issued by the
mints of Tashkand and Hisar, while the coinage of Khuttalan, Kish, Herat, Shash
Akhsi and Yaslis presented in single quantities (Annex I1).

The Bukhara post-reform coins of Ulugh Beg are the earliest of those presented
in the hoard — their production began in 832/1428-29; about 23 of them have two
or three counterstamps, often overlapping each other, therefore only some of them
have been clearly identified. The 3-petal counterstamp of type 14 of the first group
of the first category with the legend Ij L Jnb ‘cidil Bukhara (the word Jnb "ad.il means
“correct”, “rightful” or “legitimate [coin]” [Davidovich, 1983, p. 100] preserved the
date in numbers — [8]98. Two similar Samargand counterstamps preserved the only-
digit 9 (probably 900 AH) as the fragment of the date.

A part of the hoard (285 specimens) fell into the category of unattributedcoins
because of their being worn-out and having up to 5 counterstamps per flan. Although
the coins lost their issue details, some of them can very likely be attributed to the
types represented in this hoard based on the fragments of the cartouche and inscrip-
tions. At least 70 of the unattributed coins were repeatedly counterstamped (type 3,
Bukhara of 832 AH). Having added to them 30 more samples of the same type with
confident attribution, one can conclude that by the time when the hoard was hidden
the coins of Bukhara of 832 AH comprised about 10% of the money circulation under
the Shaybanids, having been issued for nearly 30 years and circulated during more
than half a century. 14 copper flans, with no trace of coining or completely flattened
with a worn-out stamp, were classified as unattributed. The coinage of other mints,
except for Bukhara, occasionally issued after the reform of Ulugh Beg, is represented
in the Changyt hoard by two coins of Khuttalan of 852 AH (type 3).

4 Earlier, the time of demonetization was determined by a single coin in the treasure trove, mistakenh
dated 927/1521-22 because of poor preservation; detailed examination of the treasure trove now allows
to reconsider this dating.
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The massive annual issue, which was initiated in 897/1491-92, slightly changed
the usual coin type: from that time on, the petals of a rosette were adorned with
points, and the date on the reverse was changed annually. The hoard includes the
coins of Samargand (type 9) and Bukhara (type 4) [Davidovich, 1983, p. 189] in
the amount of 52 and 18 respectively, thus suggesting the dominant role of Sa-
margand in the monetary trade in the late 15th century. Most coins of this series
are marked with 3-petal counterstamps of the 1st group of the 1st category of type
14 [Davidovich, 1983, p.106]; 10 of the Samargand coins, counterstamped in the
same Samargand, read the date 898, the other 6 coins — 900 (both in nhumbers).
20 specimens have 3-petal counterstamps with the mint name j u i Samargand
and 2 coins — Bukhara, but their dates are not legible. Other 2 coins have
square counterstamps with illegible legend; one coin has a short legend*k hu b
in a square cartouche; another one has a previously undefined rectangular cartou-
che with rounded ends and the words N N “coinage of Yasi”. An interesting
feature should be noted: 8 of 10 coins, avoided being counterstamped, are markedly
distinguished from the counterstamped coins by sloppy handwriting and crude
mintage. One of them is made with a modified clipped die. It can be assumed
that the coins, avoided being counterstamped, were issued by counterfeiters. The
Bukhara coins of this type have 3-petal counterstamps of the 1st group of the 1st
category of the 14th type, produced by the mint of Bukhara (4 specimens). One
of the coins is counterstamped in Samargand in 898 AH; the places of counter-
stamping on the rest 6 coins are illegible.

The common monetary policy of the two above mentioned mints corresponded
to the political situation, as they were under the control of a single ruler Sultan Ah-
mad Mirza (1469-1494). In the following three years after his death, Samargand
and Bukhara became the center of feuds of the Timurid successors for possession of
the capital principality. It is assumed that at the time when both cities were under
the authority of one of the contenders, Baysunkar Mirza, the issue of coins with the
legend in a square 2-linear cartouche (Samarqgand, type 10, and Bukhara, type 5)
was launched [Davidovich, 1983, p. 189]5. The coinage of Samargand of this type is
represented by 49 coins of the hoard, the reverse of 8 of them having the date 900m
words, duplicated in numbers. They have also been counterstamped, but fewer and
with countermarks of other types. The following counterstamps were detected: type 5
ofthe 1st group ofthe 1st category (decorative, with the inscription Bukhara) — 2
specimens, and with unread legend — 3 specimens; type 6 of the 1st group of the 1st
category (triangular, with the inscription §Bukhara) — 1specimen; in a rectan-
gular cartouche with rounded ends o *“coinage of Yasi” — 1l specimen; counter-
stamp o j> khub in a square cartouche — 2 specimens; the rest counterstamps have

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fragmentary imprints and therefore cannot be identified. The coinage of Bukhara is
represented by 45 coins of the 5th type with three different variant spelling of legend.
The following counterstamps were identified on them: type 5 of the 1st group of the
1st category (decorative, with the inscription Iljuf Bukhara) — 3 specimens; type 6
ofthe 1st group of the 1st category (triangular, with the inscription [jU? Bukhara) —3
specimens; above mentioned AN “coinage of Yasi” — 2 specimens; counterstamp

j> khub in a square cartouche — 4 specimens; the type of counterstamps on other
9 specimens could not be determined unambiguously.

In the Changyt hoard, so far the unique type 5 of Bukhara with the date 894
is revealed (Annex I1-16). This finding confirms the previously stated assumption
[Shpeneva, 1990, p.108-109] that the simultaneous introduction of standardized
coins in Samargand, Bukhara and Tashkent was planned for three years prior to
their mass production, and that the monetary policy of the central Mawara’annahr
covered also the Tashkent principality, wherein the power had been transferred back
to the Mongol rulers by that time. Previously, the coin typestruck in Tashkent with
the date 832 was marked as #1; therefore the issue of 897 AH with the mint name in
the 6-petal rosette was catalogued as type 2, and coins with the legend in a square
cartouche — as type 3. Since 2005, the coin of Tashkand of 818 AH is represented at
ZENO:; it opened the series of coins of the same type as of Samargand and Bukhara,
but as the first three numbers of the types of this mint have been already assigned, it
obtains #4 (Annex V-10).

Various feudal state entities that arose in the region of Tashkent were called i Li
Shash in a number of documents of the Mongol time and later; as we can see, this
name continued to be mentioned on the coins, too.

Type 1. Shash, 899 AH. Obverse: legend /i Li “coinage of Shash” in a 6-petal
rosette of the commonly accepted pattern. Reverse: date in words. The coin is marked
with the 3-petal counterstamp of Samarqgand of the 1st group of the 1st category of
theidth type.

Andigan was also economically bound to the issues of the central Mawara’annahr.
In the later years of the ruler of the Ferghana principality Omar Sheikh (1466-1494)
and most likely, already during the reign of his 12-year-old son Muhammad Babur,
the Ferghana principality issued coins with a 6-petal rosette (type 4-2), similar to
those struck in Bukhara and Samargand. The Changyt hoard includes 5 of 7 previ-
ously recorded variants of the central inscription's framing [Shpeneva, 1990, Table 14]
Because of the low-skilled provincial die-cutters and the poorly preserved coins, the
date and sequence of changes in the obverse design of the Andigan issues failed to be
restored, therefore these coins were added to the catalog as the variations of the base
type 4, including the variant not recorded earlier, which entered the catalog as type 4-3

Andigan and its graphic variations  jt\Andukan and jul Andijan (modern
Andijon) are the names of one of the oldest settlements of the Ferghana Valley, the
central town of the cognominal province of Uzbekistan.
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Type 4-3. Andigan, 898 AH. Obverse: legend j \&m: I ~ “coinage of Andigan”
in a circular cartouche, framed with floral ornament of leaves and acorns. Reverse:
date in words.

In 900/1494-95, Bukhara issued the coins with the name of mintage place in a
triangular cartouche (type 6) [Davidovich, 1983, p. 80]. Their weight was somewhat
lower than that of the coins having been in circulation. Taking into account the singu-
larity of the findings in the peripheral hoards, one can assume that it was the intercity
issue to provide small fractions of the main denomination. The only coin ofthis issue,
detected in the Changyt hoard, is marked with the counterstamp of the 1st group of
the 1st category of type 8, produced in Hisar. At that time the coins of 3dinar (types
11 and 47) were struck in Samargand [Davidovich, 1983, p. 72, 78]. All the five coins
of the 11th type are marked with different counterstamps: of the 1st group of the 1st
category (type 6 — triangular, with the inscription ljusf Bukhara); of the 1st group
of the 1st category (decorative type 17) and square, produced in Tashkent. Three
counterstamps remained undefined.

The next type of single-type coins represented in the hoard refer to Samargand
(type 39) — 24 specimens and Bukhara (type 21) — 44 specimens [Davidovich, 1983,
p. 71, 82]. As judged by the counterstamps, the issue of undated coins with the leg-
end in a 6-petal cartouche and floral ornament on the reverse replaced the issues
of 897-901 AH. Based on the high percentage of coins of this type in the Changyt
and other hoards, one can conclude that it was a pretty massive issue, which lasted
perhaps for years. The following counterstamps were detected on the coins of this
series: on the coins of Bukhara — two circular counterstamps of the 1st group of the
1st category of the type 10 made in Samargand, and on another one with the date 907
issued in Andigan; on the coins of Samargand — three circular counterstamps made
in the same Samargand; the place of producing other five circular counterstamps
failed to be determined.

The period from 901/1496 to 904/1498-99 is marked by the issue of small coins,
multiple of dinar (undated types 11 and 47), apparently issued during the brief cap-
ture of Samargand by Babur. In the early 907/1501, Shaybani Khan recaptured the
city. Interestingly, this time is notable for three simultaneous issues of coins with
different design: copper dinars (types 13 and 14) and one-and-a-half dinar (type 16)
[Davidovich, 1983, p. 73]. The issuer can not be defined, as Samargand was alternately
possessed by Sultan 'Ali Mirza, Muhammad Shaybani Khan, and Babur in that year.
Counterstamps on these coins failed to be clearly read.

The leading economic position of Samargand, encouraging the peripheral principali-
ties to follow its policy and mint similar coins, was lost as a result of the political and
social shocks. Tashkent began issuing coins other than the dinars of Samargand and
Bukhara. The Changyt hoard includes the undated issues of Tashkent (type 5 and 6;
refer to Annex I1), which, asjudged by weight, were fractions ofthe main denomination.
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Type 5. Tashkand, undated. Obverse: legend xSLilJ ™ ~ “coinage of Tashkand”
in a square concave cartouche, illegible fragments of the inscription in segments.
Obverse: floral ornament.

Type 6. Tashkand, undated. Obverse: legend juSLiU ™ “coinage of Tashkand’
in a circular cartouche within ornamental frame. Reverse: floral ornament in sectors
separated by two lines.

Muhammad Shaybani Khan, having captured Mawara’annahr, tried to revive the
country-wide circulation of single-type coins of copper mintage. The issue of 907 AH,
initiated by him, with a legend in a triangular decorative cartouche, is represented
in hoard by 48 coins of Samargand (type 17, some of them with the date 907 dupli-
cated in numbers) and 6 coins of Bukhara (type 8) [Davidovich, 1983, p. 73, 80]. An
evidence exists that in 907 AH similar copper dinars were issued also after capturing
Hisar [Davidovich, 2004, p. 23], but thosewere not detected in the hoard. In all prob-
ability, the coins got into the hoard soon after the issue, as only 3 of them have slight
traces of counterstamps. Among the coins with the date 907, one specimen with a
decorative cartouche and a stylized legend is detected (type 7) [Davidovich, 1983, p.
80]; its weight is slightly lower than that of the coins of the main denomination, so
we can assume that at this stage the local market required fractional denominations.

The dramatic changes in the monetary circulation of Shaybanids began in 910/1504-
05, when the mintage they inherited was repeatedly counterstamped, thus creating
denominations that were multiples of the main unit, adinar. New dinars with the
legend in a square cartouche and the date in numbers in segments were also issued:
in Samargand it was the type 19 (911/1505-06) and type 38 (most likely undated, with
stylized branches instead of date in segments), in Bukhara — type 11, struck with the
dates 0f 911,912 and 914 [Davidovich, 1983, p. 80]. The coins of Bukhara with the date
913 (type 10) became crucial for determining the time of falling of money savings out of
circulation. The coins of Bukhara of 913 AH differed from those of 911 AH: instead of
floral ornament, the date in words was placed on the reverse. The weight of the coins
also differs: the type of Bukhara of 913 AH is half the weight, and therefore we can
assume that the birth of this issue is related to the need of the market in small coins.

4 coins of Bukhara of the type 9 are detected in the hoard; only two digits of the
date could be read on previously published coins — 91X [Davidovich, 1983, p. 80].
Negligent mintage and poor preservation of coins in the hoard did not allow to deter-
mine the year of their issue. Also, the hoard introduced the previously unpublished
types of Bukhara, included in Annex Il as #27 and #28.

Type 27. Bukhara, 907AH. Obverse: legend \J& ™ ~ “coinageof Bukhara’within
a decorativelenticular cartouche framed with branches. Reverse: date in words.

Type 28. Bukhara, undated. Obverse: legend \j[E Jj™'adil Bukhara within a
decorativelenticular cartouche framed with branches. Obverse: floral ornament.

Hisar was the main town of the province with the same name, situated in the up-
per part of the valley of the Kafiringan River, a tributary of the Amu Darya River. On
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the Hisar coins of type 10, the name of the town is given with the epithet j Leili jLa>
Hisar-i sh.ad.man (jLoLis/mdman means “joyful” in Persian). The coins of Hisar are
presented in the hoard by types 9 and 10 [Davidovich, 1983, p. 85] and previously
unpublished type with the legend in a box.

Type 15. Hisar, undated. Obverse: legend jI”i» ™ ~ “coinage of Hisar” in a deco-
rative rhombic cartouche. Reverse: ornament, different from other coins of Hisar.

Type 21. Hisar, 890 AH. Variant: a) Obverse: radial ornament without the mint
name. Reverse: date in words. The type was assigned to the coinage of Hisar after
similar coins, with the mint name jLa> in the center of a radial ornament, had been
found in the Laylak hoard.

Most of the Hisar issues are undated, and the chronology of their production is
determined on the basis of counterstamps. Unfortunately, three counterstamps on
the coins of type 10 have fragmented imprints and do not allow to clarify their dating.
Based on the previously determined counterstamp with the date 899, the mintage in
Hisar is assumed to have been launched no later than that date. The undated coins
of type 9 presented in the hoard have no counterstamps; most likely, they had been
issued before the monetary reform of 907 AH, when one and two-dinar coins bearing
a date were put into circulation. Three coins without inscriptions, with ornaments
on both sides, should be referred to this period, too. Because the ornaments of the
coins are identical to those of type 9, they are not classified as a separate type, but
recognized as production reject (both sides are stamped with reverse dies).

Among the coins of other mints, an undated coin of Khuttalan was detected in the
hoard; it had been registered earlier as type 7 [Davidovich, 1983, p. 87]. Two poorly
preserved coins were assigned to the coinage of Kish by typology, based on the only
half-worn specimen previously detected in the Khujand hoard [Dovudi, 1998, p. 52].

Kish (on coins SJL, less often S'JL.) was a medieval province (and reportedly the
largest town of Mawara’annahr) in the Zarafshan range and the Guzar Darya river, the
birthplace of Tamerlane. Another name isj-—  Shahrisabz, which now is a regional
center of Kashkadarya province of Uzbekistan. The hoard includes two coins with only
the fragments of letters instead of the mint name, but they are surely assigned to the
coinage of Kish based on the peculiar design of their reverses.

Type 1. Kish, undated. Obverse: legend ~NJfcoinage of Kish”in a decorative
cartouche, horizontally stretched and framed with stylized branches. Reverse:a J - u
‘adil shirmard in a circular cartouche framed with branches. The coin is undated and
the time of its issue is expected in a broad chronological framework — from the last
decade ofthe 15th century to 1507 (the time of interment)& The unusual legend on the
reverse can be interpreted as a “legitimate” urban issue. Persian term: shirmard

6 Aspecimen from V.N. Nastich collection with the obverse type very similar to the described one bears

the digits of the date V\ in which the sign of zero is likely omitted, so it should be defined as 902 AH (resp.
1496-97). The coin reverse is anepigraphic, decorated only with floral geometric ornament (refer to Annex
V).
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often found on the coins of this period near the mint name, and sometimes instead of
such, has not yet received a satisfactory explanation; it is generally considered that this
is the epithet of the town with an approximate meaning “valiant” (literally “lion-man”).

In the Changyt hoard, two coins are assigned to the coinage of Yasi. The Turkestan
oasis is known from written sources since the Sthcentury, while its capital Yasiresp.
since the 12th century. Inthe later Middle Ages, in the 16th century, Yasiwas renamed-
after the provinceinto jL —"j Turkistcin.

Type 1. Yasi, undated. Obverse: legend coinage of Yasi”, encased in
a circle and decorated with dots arranged haphazardly. Reverse: rosette of 8 petals
adorned with decorative elements in the form of dots, circles and dashes.

As itwas already noted, the provincial coins were performed in avery sloppy design;
and being, the main types issued for a long time gained in every new mintage some
extra features that gave a unique view to the coins [Burnasheva, 2006, p. 86-87].
The weight of the coins presented in the hoard ranges from 4.28 to 4.41 grams, which
corresponds to the average weight of single copper dinars. Previously, this coin type
was published, but misidentified as the coinage of Qarshi [Dovudi, 1998, p. 47]. These
coins were reported by Kazakhstan researchers [Burnasheva, 2006, p. 88], but the
lack of photos or scans does not allow to conclusively identify them. In addition, this
work mentions a very poor preservation of coins, and the detailed representations of
some types cast the author's doubt on their imaging precision. Since this and most of
other types of coins struck in Yasi are anonymous (without specifying the name of the
ruler) and undated, the time of their issue can be recovered only approximately. The
time of issue of the coins of this type can be attributed to the early 16th century based
on the known time of assembling and interment of the hoard. Counterstamps allow
to specify the beginning of circulation of coins of this series. In this case, the time of
counterstamping is known and falls on 910-914/1504-09. Consequently, the mint
of Yasi had been working and producing coins of the detected type at least in 1504.

Presented in the hoard in a single quantity, the coin of Herat with the legend
placed in a decorative hexagon has the denomination of dangi, and the reverse
contains the date 913m numbers. The coin has been published [Davidovich, 1983, p.
50], but its type is not listed in the catalog, because now at least 7 types of early coins
of Herat are known; this type got #8.

The coin struckby the mint of Akhsi (Akhsiket) of Ferghana province has been
attributed and included in the catalog as #6 later, after the Laylak hoard, which is
described below, revealed a set of coins minted in thattown.

Annex Il also includes two coin types with undefined place of issue.

Type 1. 917 AH. Obverse: illegiblemint name in alarge circle in the primitive frame
of lines and dots. Reverse: date in words. Two specimens of this type with the date 919
are detected in the Khujand hoard [Dovudi, 1998, p. 54, “Unknown mints”section].

Type 2. Obverse: unread legend in a 6-petal rosette. Reverse: date in words.

The cartouche of the coin is typical for coin types with the dates 832 to 850.
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Thus, based on its composition, the hoard observed corresponds to the fifth stage
according to the periodization of E. A. Davidovich. The coins of the metropolitan
Samargand and Bukhara make up the main portion in the monetary circulation, the
mint of Bukhara being focused on issuing exclusively copper coins for a long time. The
third place goes to Andigan which became Babur's capital in Ferghana; itis in this area
were the formation and concealment of money savings. The coins of Hisar, the large
principality, conducted an independent policy including the monetary regime, are
traditionally present in the hoards, including those from the central Mawara’annahr.
In turn, the relatively high percentage of the issues of the mints of the Tashkent oasis
may be evidence of maintaining trade relations between Ferghana and Tashkent de-
parted to the Mongols. Thanks to the Changyt hoard, the numismatic fund has been
replenished with the early coins of Yasi (Turkestan), Hisar and Kish.
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A HOARD OF COPPER COINS (15h- EARLY 16hCENTURIES)
FROM LAYLAK

A large hoard of copper coins of the early 16th century, scattered by a mud stream
alongthe dry sai (mountinous riverbed) in Laylak district of Batken province of Kyr-
gyzstan, was found by three little boys in 2000. Then the young historians shared the
copper flans, but only one of them, having grown up, came to the idea of bringing
the coins to Bishkek for determination. The initial amount of coins in the hoard can
be determined approximately: a finder's proportion provided for the study amounts
to 2,358 coins; additional 587 coins were found with a metal detector on the site of
discovery of the hoard in 2011. The coins were sorted according to the place and time
of mintage with specifying their quantity in the hoard, illustrated, measured and
weighed (Annex I11); 883 specimens remained undetermined due to poor preserva-
tion. The time of interment of the hoard is determined on the base of two coin types
of Samargand with the ultimatedate 923; consequently, it was buried ten years after
the Changyt hoard. The set of coins issued prior to 913 AH generally follows the above
discussed pattern of the monetary circulation in the Ferghana principality, although
there are differences and additions, which will be discussed below. The last decades
before the interment, when mints were working in many towns, and trade relations
were mixing the money supply, will be discussed in a more detailed manner.

The earliest coins were struck in 823 AH with a memorable cartouche formed by
the intersection of two triangles, and the mint name placed in the segments. All three
coins of this type detected in the hoardvirtually lack the mint names: the main inscrip-
tions on two of them are entirely overlapped by counterstamps, another one has the
mint name partly gone beyond the edge of the coin. The coins of this type were issued
in Samarqgand, Bukhara, Qarshi, Tirmidh, Shahrisabz, Shahrukhiya, however they
were conditionally added to the table as the coinage of Samargand, on the grounds
that it included the major portion of the coins of this type.

Ulugh Beg’s reform of 832 AH, which initiated the issue of standardized heavy-
weight coins adliya (the Suzak hoard almost entirely consisted of them), is also re-
flected in the Laylak hoard, wherein Bukhara of 832 AH (type 3) is represented by 61
specimens, 47 of them having different counterstamps. The analysis showed almost
complete compliance with the rearrangement of the Timurid copper identified by
E. A. Davidovich. The only addition is related to two coins of Shash of 889 AH, which
were overstruck from earlier ones: behind a new stamp, one of them has clearly leg-
ible obverse with the inscription Ijlif Bukhai'a in the center of a 6-petal rosette; the
second one has not quite clear impression — j A~ *“coinage ofYasi” and w)j> khub
in a square cartouche with rounded corners; the both coins have the same reverse —
J i | “coinage of Shash” in a circular cartouche. Such overstrikes and possibly
also host issues of Bukhara for Shash were detected in other hoards [Shpeneva, 2000,
p. 103]. From this we can conclude that the post-reform coins of Ulugh Beg, for nearly
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a hundred years of circulation, were not only counterstamped, but also served as a

“raw material” for the production of peripheral mints. Among the post-reform coins
of other mints presented in the hoard, a coin of Samargand of 832 AH was noted: a
single perfectly preserved specimen with a square counterstamp, which bears a new
denomination —u &b dang instead ofaJjx 'adliya shown on the host coin. The post-
reform issues are represented by the rare and earliest coin of Balkh of 854 AH, which
is included in Annex Il as #1.

The bulk issues of Bukhara of 897-900 AH presented in the hoard amount to 74
specimens, of which 57 have one to four counterstamps mostly made in Samargand.
The Bukhara counterstamps of types 3, 5, and 6 of the 1st group of the 1st category
have been identified on only 4 coins. The counterstamps of Hisar, Akhsi, and Tash-
kand have been recorded.

The troubled times of the last years of the Timurids reign are marked by the single
coins of Samargand (types 13,14 and 16) and Bukhara (type 6 and 7), the latter type
being represented by 4 coins, well preserved, allowing to revive the ornament framing
a decorative cartouche in the shape of stylized branches. The comparative analysis of
the coins of the same type of Samargand and Bukhara showed that the metropolitan
production quantitatively dominates over the Bukhara issues.

Coins of the same type with a triangular cartouche, which were issued after Shay-
bani Khan had captured Samargand (coins show the date 907), are marked with the
Samarqgand counterstamps of the 1st group of the 1st category of types 1and 2, struck
in 917 and 918 AH. The Samargand issue is represented by 91 coins. A similar type
8 struck in Bukhara is represented in much lesser quantity(7 specimens only). The
Samarqgand counterstamps of the 1st group of the 1st category of types 1 and 2 were
also noted; one ofthe coins has a decorative counterstamp of 5th type of the 1st group
of the 1st category, struck in Akhsi.

Of particular interest is anextremely rare coin of Samargand of 910 AH (type 18) with
the image (as it is supposed to be) of “a duck going to the right, surrounded by stylized
branches” [Davidovich 1983, p. 71-73]. This type is represented in the Laylak hoard
by a single poorely preserved piece; its obverse bears only fragments of the legend, and
the reverse with the designation of the date is overstruck with a 4-petal counterstamp
and clearly reads only the number of hundreds — juLSLjt nine hundred”. It has been
determined earlier that the 4-petal counterstamp of the 1st type of the 1st group of the
Ist category. u i J nc 'adil Samargand was struck from 918 AH and possibly up to 920
AH. However, L.Yu. Shpeneva, who worked in the Tashkent museum, found among
separate findings a coin of this type struck in Samargand and kindly gave its scan to the
author. The date in words on the coin is clearly visible and M. E. Masson would identify
itas 920; L.Yu. Shpeneva and A. O. Bragin follow the same reading, the latter suggesting
that the dies for these coins were cut by the same master since the cartouches on the
coin of the Laylak hoard and that of the Tashkent museum are virtually identical. The
dating of the Samargand type of 910 AH, besides E. A. Davidovich, has been noted in
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another article, just with a clause that the single specimen is wornout [Dovudi, 1998, p.
18]. Determining the exact date of emergence of the zoomorphic subject in the copper

coinage of Samarqand is important in the sense that the issue of coins having birds im-
ages was launched in 910 AH in the Ferghanatown of Akhsiket, which may have been

a mere borrowing the metropolitan innovations by peripheral masters. At the same

time, the ten-year gap in the issue of coins of the same type puzzles, and therefore it is

temporarily defined with double dating — 910 or 920 AH.

New coin types of 911 AH with the legend in a square cartouche and the date in
figures in the segments have become the latest issue preserving uniformity in the
design of coins of Bukhara and Samargand. In this regard, further consideration of
the coins by type and time of issue will be carried out by its minting place.

Coinage of Samarqgand
The capital city of Samargand under the Timurids was an administrative territorial
unit (wilayat), which comprised the districts of Bukhara, Kish, Qarshi, Karmina,
Qara-Qul. Coins of Samargand issued in 914/1508-09 with unusual design belong
to the most interesting facts in the monetary policy of the Shaybanids. The triangu-
lar cartouche with convex sides contains the inscription indicating the weight of the
coin —S j\u-J “one mithqal [and] halfdang”; the segments, jLbb dinar
al-fulus (meaning“copper dinar’)and x S 7 j™>“coinage of Samargand”; reverse:
date in words. The clarification of the legend on the coins started in 1826, when this
type was originally published by Ch. M. Fraehn; modern researchers seem to have
put an end to the final reading of the legend [Davidovich, 1983, p. 129-132], but the
new findings show that the legend on some specimens contains, instead of the word
j L dinar, another word of three letters — jb dar, meaning “house, palace” [Dovudi,
1998, p. 19], therefore the whole inscription in the segments can be understood as
AN ~e mint of Samargand”7. Anyway, it is important to note that in
the inscriptions of this type the new weight standard of copper coins was equal to
the weight of silver tanga, which obviously simplified the fixation of the exchange
rate between silver and copper coins in circulation. This type is catalogued as #20,
and the weight indicated on the coin is confirmed by the average weight of 29 coins
of this and other following types of main copper denominations found in the Laylak
hoard. The exception is the only coin issued in Samargand in 915/1509-10, with the
cartouche in the shape of quadrangle with concave sides (type 21), struck according
to the weight parameters of pre-reform issues. The extreme rarity of this type and
its almost complete identity with the coin of 906 AH caused speculation that this is

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not an independent type, but a variant of the type 14, which occurred as a result of
technical flaws at the mint [Dovudi, 1998, p. 19].

After the death of Shaybani Khan in 916 AH, Babur recaptured Samargand and
held it from the middle of the 917 AH till the early months of 918 AH, so the coin
issue of type 22 with the dates 917 and 918 is associated with his name. The weight
of the coins changed slightly, but their denomination grew, and the coins got a new
value —jlio js “two dinars”. As part of this issue, the reverse of the coins sometimes
depicted a waterfowl in flight with outstretched wings (type 22-a) within a pentangular
cartouche, usually decorated with floral motifs. The piece with the bird is only 2-3%
of the total number of coins of the main type; it is dated by 917/1511-12 and has the
same weight and other parameters. Semantic or functional (distinctive) purpose of
this subject remain undefined. One can only assume that the image of a flying bird
perceived in the Middle Ages as the idea of light, beauty, and prosperity, is meant to
inspire hope in the minds of the inhabitants of Samargand in those turbulent times.
The name of the Timurid Babur is associated with the emergence of the other issue
(type 25) in 918 AH: a 6-petal cartouche echoing a traditional design of the Timurid
coins; the average weight of these coins is 3.1 g, which corresponded at that time to
the denomination of one copper dinar.

As the Shaybanids reseized the power, coin types changed. The bulk issue of Sa-
margand in 918-920 AH (type 29), with the legend in a square cartouche framed with
ornament, is represented in the Laylak hoard by 258 coins, both dinars weighing an
average of 3 g and double dinars weighing about 5 g being registered as a part of the
same type. The Samarqgand coin with the legend in a decorative 4-petal cartouche
on the obverse and the date 920 in words, sometimes duplicated withdigits, on the
reverse was not took into account in the work of E. A. Davidovich, but 9 specimens
were recorded and described in the Khujand hoard; this type is listed in Annex Il as
#49. Another one, but undated Samargand coin with the legend in a 4-petal cartouche
on the obverse and the ornament on the reverse was also published [Shpeneva, 1987,
p. 106], but the time of its issue remains unclear; the coin is catalogued as type 50.

The coinage of Samargand reveals a change of coin types in 923 AH: double dinars
with the legend in an hexagonaldecorative cartouche (type 30) and coins weighting
slightly lower, with the legend ~ coinage of Samargand” enclosed in a
rectangular decorative cartouche (type 32), were issued into circulation. The dates
on these coins have become crucial for determining the time of interment.

Coinage of Bukhara

The monetary reform of Shaybani Khan of 914/1508-09, which became the basis
for the issue of copper dinars in Samargand with the indication of the new weight
(type 20), is also reflected in the coinage of Bukhara. Despite the fact that the design
of coins of Bukhara of 914 AH (type 12) is different from the metropolitan samples,
their weight meets the standards established.
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The denomination of the next issue of 916 AH (type 13), with the legend in a round
cartouche framed with branches, was defined as one dinar, and the value of the coin
issued in 917 AH, with the mint name and the date on the obverse and the ornament
on the reverse (type 14), equaled to two copper dinars. As mentioned earlier, in 917
AH, when after the death of Shaybani Khan Mawara’annahrwas kept for a short time
by Babur, the change of government did not cause significant changes in the coin-
age of Bukhara. One-dinar coins (type 15) have minor differences from the previous
issue, consisting in the transformation of the round cartouche into the 8-petal one.
In 918 AH, two types of double dinars were struck in Bukhara. The first type, with
a rectangular decorative cartouche passing into floral ornament on the obverse, is
clearly borrowed from the Samargand type 11 issued under the Timurids from 901
to 907 AH; the reverse bears the date in words, duplicated with digits. Two samples
of this type, not marked out by E. A. Davidovich, are recorded in the Khujand hoard.
The same amount was found in the Laylak hoard, too. Single findings of a double
dinar, which is included in the catalog as type 27, give rise to speculation that this
short-term issue, too, was initiated by Babur.

The following types of a double dinar (16-a and 16-6) resembling the bulk issue
of Bukhara of 897-900 AH in the design of the legend in a 6-petal cartouche, were
struck with dates 918 and 919. In this issue, new variants were revealed: 16-B with the
legend Ijlj: ~j~ “coinage of Bukhara”; two samples of this variant bear the date 919
AH on the reverse, duplicated with digits. Other two coins of this type are referred to
variant 16-r; their main difference is not in the design of the cartouche (although the
reverse bears the date 920 AH in figures, not registered earlier), but in the weight.
Analysis of the weight parameters revealed two denominations of one and two-dinar
coins within the same type in 920 AH.

The issue of two-dinar coins in 920 AH in Bukhara was continued by producing the
series of coins with the legend 1jljf jJJu ~ zarb-ibalad-i Bukhara “coinage of Bukhara
region” in a decorativelozenge, recorded as type 26 [Davidovich, 1983, p. 82-83]. The
terms gJL baldah and A>balad are not strictly separated. Never the less the term jJ-
balad is normally defined as an ‘area, region or district’, being opposed to the term»A>,
which would mean a ‘town or city’ [Davidovich, 1983, p. 15-16]. The coins of this type
are not found in the Laylak hoard, but 11 coins are revealed, with the legend shortened to
standard IjL*: t coinage of Bukhara”, it being placed either in a decorativelozenge
or a square. The coins are included in Annex Il as variant 26-6.

The question of determining the dating of the Bukhara types described as #9
and #26 [Davidovich, 1983, p. 79-83] is not only open, but, perhaps, even more
confusing, because the date put in figures often do not coincide with those written
in words. The identical legends in similar decorative cartouches on the obverse and
the date in words, sometimes duplicated with digits, on the reverse provide a basis
for combining these two types into one, but issued in different years. In type 9, prob-
ably after the single samples, the ornament cannot becompletely reconstructed; the
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date, represented by two digits only — 91, remains fragmentary (either 901 or 91x).
Type 26 with the specified date 920 is also reconstructed on the base ofanunique
specimen. The Laylak hoard revealed two similar coins included in Annex Il as #9
and #9-a. The obverse of the coins is identical to the described Bukhara types 9 and
26, but the reverse of one of the coins bears a completely effaced date in words and
legible digits 809, which probably correspond to 908 AH. The other specimen bears
the date in words overstruck with a counterstamp, and only hundreds and tens (91 x)
are legible, but the date in figures reads quite clearly — 901 AH. But to what extent
can one trust this dating? Logical conclusions give a variety of options. The error ofa
die-cutter, who messed up the location of the last two digits, is also equally possible;
in this case, the dating can be both 910 and 915 AH, as the “zero” digit in the date
is represented by a big point. The latter option is not without reason, since in 916
AH Bukhara started minting the coin of type 13 with similar legend, but placed in a
round cartouche instead of a decorative one. Three coins of Samargand with similar
cartouches and legends, included in Annex Il as type 49 with the uniquely readable
date, can serve as the argument for dating this type as 920 AH. Since at that time the
unification of coin types of those two mints was in common practice, this option of
dating seems to be quite acceptable.

Published by E. A. Davidovich type 26, with the legend ljlitf jJb ~ ™ “coinage of
Bukhara” and the date 920 AH, is represented in the Khujand hoard by three specimens
[Dovudi, 1998, p. 31]. Not marked out by E. A. Davidovich coins with the legend“coinage
of Bukhara”, presented in two versions — in a square or rhombic decorative cartouches
and with the same date on the reverse — 920 AH, were also described there as two new
types. Since these differences are minor, similar coins of Bukhara of 920 AH found
in the Laylak hoard, are included in Annex Il as the single #26-6. But as the dates in
figures differ from the dates in words, the final solution of this question is postponed
till the future findings of coins of this type in a better preservation.

The Laylak hoard revealed three previously unpublished types of the Bukhara
coins, which are included in Annex Il as #29-31.

Type 29. Bukhara, 899 AH. Obverse: legend ANcoinage of Bukhara”
within adecorativelenticular cartouche framed with branches. Reverse: date in words.

Type 30. Bukhara, 900 AH. Obverse: legend \\\~Jjs.'adil Bukhara in a decora-
tivelenticular cartouche. Reverse: date in words.

Type 31. Bukhara. Obverse: legend jb N N “coinage ofthe Bukhara region”in
an oblong decorative cartouche. Reverse: date in words, duplicated with digits. Previously,
this type is represented by 2 specimens in the Khujand hoard. [Dovudi, 1998, p. 29].

Coinage of Akhsi

~N~J-1Akhsi (Akhsiket) is an ancient city, the capital of the Ferghana principality in
the 10th and 15th centuries, now the site of ancient settlement on the right bank
of the Syr Darya River at the confluence of the Kasansai River. Of the 290 coins of
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Akhsi recorded in the Laylak hoard, 185 specimens are presumably attributed to the
coinage of Akhsi because of sloppymintage and poor preservation. Single findings of
the coins of this town were also recorded earlier, but have not been defined clearly,
apparently for the same reasons. This paper describes the total number of coins that
are published for the first time.

Type 2. Akhsi, 910 AH. Obverse: decorative diamond-shaped cartouche within
a circle with floral ornaments in segments; <*->I»Ju “coinage of the town of
Akhsi” in the center, the date 910 in figures at the top. Reverse: follows the shape of
the cartouche and the legend of the obverse with slight modifications.

Types- Akhsi, 910 AH. Obverse: similar to type 2. Reverse: cartouche in the form
of a complex floral ornament with braids in the shape of hearts; a bird flying to the
left, with a long neck and a tuft of hair on its head, in the center of an 8-petal circle
The type, tentatively called “bird of paradise”, is represented by 9 coins, 6 of which
preserved the date 910.

Type 4. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: legend ™—1 4jL coinage of the town
of Akhsi, placed in an 8-petalfloriated circular rim with braids in the shape of
hearts. Reverse: cartouche in the form of a complex floral ornament with braids in
the shape of hearts, a bird similar to the coin of type 3 in the center of an 8-petal
circle. It is logical to assume that these two coins are as though transitional to
subsequent years of issue.

Type 5. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: decorative diamond-shaped cartouche within
a circle with floral ornaments in segments; >l “coinage of the town of
Akhsi” (similar to type 2, but with no date) in the center. Reverse: a bird headed to
the left, which resembles a duck with raised wings, in the central circle framed with
floral ornament with braids in the shape of hearts.

Type 6. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: legend >1 »dVvi* “coinage of the town of
Akhsi” within an 8-petaledfloriated circular rim with braids in the shape of hearts
(similar to type 4). Reverse: “duck walking to the right” in an ordinary or 8-petal circle
framed with floral ornament with braids in the shape of hearts.

Type 7. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: similar to type 4. Reverse: “a duck standing to
the right with head turned back” in an 8-petal circle framed with floral ornament with
braids in the shape of hearts.

Type 8. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: similar to type 4. Reverse: “a duck standing to
the left with its head turned back” in an 8-petal circle framed with floral ornament
with braids in the shape of hearts.

Type 9. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: central circle of bigger size with legend

“coinage of the town of Akhsi” and floral ornament, with braids in
the shape of hearts, squeezed into a narrow ring. Reverse: bird that resembles a turkey
with along hanging beak, crest, and tail spread like a fan in an 8-petal circle framed
with floral ornament with braids in the shape of hearts.
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The mysterious type with “turkeys” is represented by 23 coins. It is officially re-
corded that the Spaniards brought the American turkeys to Europe in 1523, and this
hoard, judging by the youngest coin, was buried at the end of the first quarter of the
16th century. So theoretically, it can be assumed that Asia became familiar with the
strange birds almost at the same time as Europe.

Type 10. Akhsi, 920 AH. Obverse: legend (5—1 «aL»* *“coinage of the town of
Akhsi” and date 920 in figures within in a large circle framed with a narrow ring with
wavy ornament and knots in the shape of hearts. Reverse: “crested duck floating to the
left” in an 8-petal circle framed with floral ornament with braids in the shape of hearts.

Type 11. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: decorative diamond-shaped cartouche within
a circle with floral ornaments in segments. Legend A sJu ™ ™ Btoinage of the
town of Akhsi” in the center (similar to type 5). Reverse: “a crested duck floating to
the left’-in an 8-petal circle framed with floral ornament with braids in the shape of
hearts (similar to type 10).

Type 12. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: similar to type 4. Reverse: “a duck walking to
the left” in an 8-petal circle framed with floral ornament with braids in the shape of
hearts. Coins of this type are characterized by negligent mintage and reduced weight.

Type 13. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: legend >1 »JL ~coinage of the town
of Akhsi” in an 8-petaled circle framed with floral ornament. Reverse: four-legged
animal (deer? donkey?), with open mouth and tail raised high, in a circular car-
touche surrounded by floral ornament. Without going into the identification of the
species of the animal, assume that the medieval master, nonetheless, was trying to
portray a noble deer.

The Kazakhstan researchers have recently revealed a series of copper coins with
images of a deer, struck in Yasi, Sayram, and Tashkand [Burnasheva, 2006, p. 44, 60].
Comparing this series with coin issues of double dinars of Hisar of 907 AH with images
of gazelles, the author traces some similarities in them and comes to a conclusion that
they were issued simultaneously. The monetary reform, which was supposedly held
in the largest principality of the Timurids and afterwards the Shaybanids — Hisar —
by its ruler Khusrau Shah in 907 AH, dramatically changed the ratio of prices in the
copper monetary circulation and led to the emergence of copper coins of different
values: double and single copper dinars and small coins. To mark out the double
dinars among the overall monetary mass, the image of gazelles was placed on their
reverse, which created a precedent for the design unusual and unconventional for its
time. Judging by the numerous modifications of the animal in the image, the issue
was serial, but not long-term, and in 916-917 AH it was replaced with double dinars
of type 7-a [Davidovich, 1983, p. 86]; in any case, no double dinar with a deer of the
Hisar mintage was singled out in the Laylak hoard. On the other hand, the adoption
of this subject is noted on the coins of Yasi, Tashkand, and Sayram. Most likely, this
series can be supplemented with the undated coins of Akhsi of the Laylak hoard (type
13 with images of a deer).
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Type 14. Akhsi, 910 AH. Obverse: Akhsi in a decorative oblong cartouche.
Reverse: image of a bird (pigeon) with leaf in its beak in the ring with a geometric
pattern. Date in figures at the bottom of the central circle.

Type 15. Akhsi, 910 AH?. Obverse: >1 t coinage of Akhsi” in the center
of a 6-petal cartouche. Reverse: date in words.

Coinage of Andigan

The Andigan issues of 898-899 AH are represented by 4 variants, which were regis-
tered in the Changyt hoard. Among several counterstamps, three imprints have been
uniquely identified: two were made in Yasi and one, in a 4-petal cartouche of the 1st
group of the 1st category, in Samargand. Additionally, one undated coin struck in
Andigan has been catalogued.

Type 5. Andigan, undated. Obverse: legend j LSjul®”™ “coinage of Andigan”in a
circle framed with abstract ornament. Reverse: ornament.

The coin is marked with counterstamp jLa> o “coinage of Hisar” in a square
cartouche (type 19) [Davidovich, 1983, p. 207]. New coin types were introduced in
Andigan most likely after 910 AH, when the power in Ferghana moved to the Shay-
banids. The coins of Andigan of this series are undated, but based on analogy with
the subjects on the coins of the nearby town of Akhsi, we can assume that their issues
were simultaneous and parallel.

Type 6. Andigan, undated. Obverse: 8-petaled cartouche framed with floral or-
nament (like on the coins of Akhsi of type 4) with legend jIS'jul jJL “coinage of
the Andigan region”. Reverse: “a duck walking to the right” in an ordinary or 8-petal
circle framed with floral ornament with braids in the shape of hearts (similar to type
6 of coins of Akhsi). Variations: a) Obverse: legend in a circular geometric pattern of
petals — 1 specimen; 6) crest on a duck's head — 2 specimens.

Type 7. Andigan, undated. Obverse: central circle with legend of bigger size and
floral ornament, with braids in the shape of hearts, squeezed into a narrow ring (similar
to the coins of Akhsi of type 9), with legend jIS'jul jIL t coinage of the Andigan
region”. Reverse: long-nosed duck, standing to the left with its head turned back, in
aring surrounded by floral ornament with braids in the shape of heart. Variations: a)
Reverse: legend is framed with geometric pattern of petals; a big point, which resem-
bles an egg, is placed near the tail of the duck standing to the right, In this case, the
composition with the duck gets extra meaning: the duck looks back on the egg laid by
it. 6) Reverse: the duck stands to the right with its head turned back.

Type 8. Andigan, undated. Obverse: jIS'jJJ j Jc o i nag e ofthe Andigan
region”in the central circle framed with geometric pattern. Reverse: long-nosed duck
standing to the left, with its head turned back and beak open (as if it were quacking)
in a ring surrounded by floral ornament with braids in the shape of heart.

Type 9. Andigan, undated. Obverse: jIS'jul -d_ coinage of the Andigan
region’m the central circle framed with geometric pattern and adorned with dots.
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Reverse: “a duck floating to the right” in the central circle of an 8-petal original orna-
ment decorated with arabesques.

Type io. Andigan, undated. Obverse: JNE ~ coinage of the Andigan
region”in the central circle framed with floral pattern. Reverse: “a goose going to the
right” in the central circle, in the frame of floral pattern.

The monetary issues of the Ferghanatowns are different from those of the
central Mawara’annahr in the presence of schematically depicted birds. More
than ten coins of these types were found in the hoard, they being systematized
according to the scheme already practiced in the study of E. A. Davidovich. Differ-
ent variations in the position of birds (floating, flying, going to the left and right,
and even quacking) are regarded by us as individual types, although the cartouche
on the obverse and the ornament surrounding the image of the bird often remain
unchanged. This classification isjustified only in the case when these images are
not only decorative meaning, but every change in the position of the bird means
an additional (so far unclear to us) information. Perhaps the image of birds varied
annually, and thus “new” and “old” coins were marked out. For example, type 6
of the coins struck in Akhsiket — “a duck walking to the right” — fully repeats
the coin type 6 of Andigan. Thinking about illiterate population that might have
experienced difficulties in distinguishing these coins issued in different towns,
it is possible to make a cautious assumption of the monetary union of the two
neighboring cities and the simultaneous issue of coins of these types. The second
assumption — about the functional meaning of the images (the birds) — can be
done on the basis of weight characteristics. The average weight of the bulk of coins
ranges from 4.6 to 4.8 g, while the average weight of tape 12 of the Akhsiket coins
with “a duck going to the left” is 3.6 g. It is likely that the image of a bird pointed
to a small fraction of the basic denomination.

The coins dated 910 AH (respectively, 1504) are likely to open this“bird” series. In
the same year, Abu’l-Fath Jani Beg Sultan, a cousin of Shaybani Khan, became the
ruler of Ferghana. After the death of Shaybani Khan (916 AH), all the Uzbek sultans,
including Jani Beg, gathered in Samargand and decided not to leave alive anybody
out ofthe Mongol nobility who survived in the Mawara’annahr. At the same time, the
Mongols, who remained loyal to the Tiinurids, and the people of Andigan opposed and
completely expelled the Uzbeks from the wilayat of Ferghana. In May, 917/1511-12,
Sultan Sa'id Khan settled in Andigan. In the spring 0of920/1514, the Shaybanids moved
to Andigan. The notes of a witness describe these events as follows: “Sa'id Khan care-
fully pondered the situation and saw in the mirror of thoughts that the contest with
the Uzbeks for Andigan will bring nothing but sorrow and rust. Those who had the
power of endurance left the domains of Shaybani. Babur Padishah was among those
who had resisted them, but he also, having placed the foot of despair in the stirrup of
despondence, returned to Kabul. Consequently, it was right decision for its time to
leave the province before the Uzbeks come close. Sa'id Khan also went to Kashgar on
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the way to Moghulistan. The province of Ferghana joined Mawara’annahr” [Muham-
mad Haidar, 1996, p. 201].

The second date marked on the Akhsiket coins, 920/1514-15, is at the end of this
series (or even may close it), since the coins of Samargand of 923 AH are the young-
est in the hoard. Thus, all the coins of this series are sandwiched in the time interval
from 910 to 923 AH, and it remains unclear whether the coins with these subjects
were issued in the towns of Ferghana during the brief reign of Sa'id Khan.

The reproduction of animals on Islamic coins is a rare phenomenon, as some
studies on Islam and the visual arts provide the sentence extracted from the Sunni
(Shafi'i) comment of the I3thcentury: “The image of animals is strictly prohibited,
it is one of the gravest [sins] <..> Making them is forbidden in any case, because
this is an imitation of the creativity of Allah Almighty, no matter on a cloth or a
carpet, ona dirham or afals, or on vessels <...> “ [Bolshakov, 1969, p. 149]. And
while this rule was more or less obeyed in silver and gold coinage, it was, as we see,
quite freely violated on copper coins intended mainly for the local circulation. Why
did the people of Akhsiket and Andigan choose namely birds as original symbols
of the mints on their coins?

So far, there is no clear explanation for the predominance of images of a duck on
the monetary issues of the Ferghanatowns. Perhaps, the birds in question performed
the most mundane function — marking the Ferghana issue out of the diversity of the
Timurid and Shaybanid copper coinage of other mints in circulation. Some scientists
have linked the widespread distribution of this image with the views of Eurasian nomads
of the universe, which is divided vertically into three worlds, of which the upper one
belongs to birds, the middle one is populated with hoofed animals, and the lower one
(underground) — with reptiles [Perevodchikova, 1994, p. 14-15]. In the Middle Ages,
figures of birds, most often without distinct individual characteristics, decorated the
tops of household items: the lids of vessels, the handles of chirag lamps, spoons, pins. It
is known, for example, that the duck was perceived by Muslims as an allegorical image
of the saint Khizr (the analog of the prophet Elijah, or the pagan god Perun). Perhaps
the birds were bearers of other ideas or symbols, too. A more abstract aesthetic percep-
tion of the image is also possible: the peacock, pheasant, partridge or duck serve as the
ideas ofthe light, beauty, well-being and gradually transform into a “bird of happiness”.

Coinage of Hisar

jLa> Hisar is an historical region and a town in the valley to the south-east of the
Hissar range. Now the territory of Hisar is included in Surkhandarya province of
Uzbekistan and partly (together with the town of Hisar), in Tajikistan. Being the
largest of the Timurids’ principalities and afterwards those of the Shaybanids, Hisar
that controlled Qunduz, Baghlan, Tirmidh, Khuttalan, Kobadiyan and Badakhshan
conducted its own independent monetary policy, so its coins differ from those of the
capital Samargand in both design and weight parameters.
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As already defined, Hisar began minting coins of type 10 no later than 899 AH. Two
coins of this type are detected in the hoard, one of them being registered as a variant
of types 10 and 10-a due to different framing of a square cartouche and slightly dif-
ferent ornaments on the reverse. The coins are marked with counterstamps, one of
them (type 2-e in the shape of a 6-petal flower) was struck in Samargand.

Undated dinars of Hisar of type 9, with alegend in a square cartouche and several
versions of ornament on the reverse, are represented by 27 specimens. The issue
is characterized by a variety of minor differences in design elements of the obverse
and reverse; one coin has ornament engraved on both sides, 8 coins has the legend
jLa> “coinage of Hisar” placed in a lozenge. On two coins, the word n
mintage, coinage” is placed above the mint name. The basis for allocating a variant
of this type was the change of the ornament on the reverse. Twelve coins are marked
with counterstamps, of which the Samargand type 14 of 1st group of the 1st category
should be noted; it was struck in 897-901 AH, which allows to date the Hisar coins
of type 9 no later than that time. Two coins with the legend in a decorativelozenge
were registered in the hoard; they are catalogued as type 15 based on the records of
the Changyt hoard. One of the coins bears a clear 6-petal counterstamp of Kish. In
addition, the Hisar issues are supplemented with 5 new undated types represented
by single specimens.

Type 16. Hisar, undated. Obverse: legend j La> Qu ™ © “coinage of the town of
Hisar” in a large circle, concluded in a 6-petal rosette. Reverse: ornament.

Type 17. Hisar, undated. Obverse: legend jLa> ~ “coinage of Hisar” in a square
cartouche with loops at the corners and ornaments in the segments. Reverse: legend
ju>~n “coinage of Hisar’in a decorativelenticular cartouche framed with orna-
ment. It is possible that the coin was the result of a manufacturing defect and was
struck using two obverse dies of the coins of different types.

Type 18. Hisar, undated. Obverse: legend ~ N “coinage of Hisar”in a 6-petal
rosette. Reverse: ornament.
Type 19. Hisar, undated. Obverse: legend jL a> I ~ ~ “coinage of [the town

of]... Hisar” placed in a large circle covering all coin field. Reverse: ornament.

Type 20. Hisar, undated. Obverse: legend jLa> ™ ~ “coinage of Hisar” in a
decorative cartouche. Reverse: (a double strike with offset) — an octagonal cartouche
with a in the center.

Type 21. Hisar, 890 AH. Obverse: designation of the mint jLa> Hisar placed in
the center of radial ornament. Reverse: date in words. Variant: a) Obverse: radial or-
nament without designation of a mint. Type 21 with designation of the mint allowed
to determine 8 coins ofvariant a) without designation of a mint in the Changyt hoard.

Type 22. Hisar, undated. Obverse: effaced inscription in an oval cartouche with
petals. Reverse: ornament8

8 Type 22 was successfully attributed due to the finding of similar type in the Aksi treasure trove.
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De facto ruler of the Hisar principality in those days was Khusrau Shah — a native
ofthe Kipchaks of Turkestan. In his youth, he was in the service at beys and highly rose.
In the days of his patron, Sultan Mahmud Mirza, the number of his personal henchmen
reached several thousand, all areas from the Amu-Darya River to the mountains of the
Hindu Kush were under his power. Babur describes him as an unintelligent, dishonest
corrupt and treacherous man, capable of any meanness for the sake of pleasant things
of life. Fearing for his domains, Khusrau Shah dealt shortly with the son of his patron
Baysungar Mirza, who fled to Hisar after the defeat atSamargand. Nevertheless, the
monetary reform in Hisar in 907 AH is associated with his name. This reform, which
marked the issue of coins of three denominations at once (including double dinars with
the image ofa gazelle), is represented in the hoard by only one-dinar coins with the date
907 AH (type 2). The obverse of the Hisar coin of type 8 is similar to the Hisar type 9,
but the reverse bears the date in words instead of ornament; unfortunately, the words
of units of the date on 2 specimens presented in the hoard could not be determined.

The coins of Hisar of 917-918 AH (type 7) were found to be the most numerous
in the hoard — 53 specimens, including those dated 917 AH — 13 specimens, 918
AH — 14 specimens, undated — 26 specimens. In addition, the coins differ in orna-
ment design on the reverse. 16 coins are counterstamped. Six rectangular cartouches
contain the legend jLa> “coinage of Hisar”, another one is lenticular with the
same legend. Two 4-petal cartouches contain the legend JJlc ‘adil Samargand,
one more decorative cartouche (type 5) embraces J-u- 'adil Akhsi.

Coinage of Tashkent
.USLilJ Tashkand (modern Tashkent). The first significant mention of Chach (Arabic
ALDI al-Shash is the old name of a village on the site of modern Tashkent) is found
in Chinese chronicles of the 3rd century. In the 15th century, Tashkent was part of
the domains of Babur’s maternal grandfather, Yunus Khan. During the reign of Omai
Sheikh, the father of Babur, Tashkent moved under the control of the Mongol rulers,
though he remained in the economic space of the capital Samargand and minted coins
to the pattern of Samarqand and Bukhara (types 2 and 3). The subsequent issues are
represented by several types.

Type 7. Tashkand, 897 AH. Obverse: legend -uSLiL; ~~  “coinage of Tashkand”in
a round cartouche framed with unread circular inscription. Reverse: date in words.

Type 8. Tashkand, undated. Obverse: legend .usLiU iJtL ™ ~ “coinage of Tash-
kand” in a 6-petal cartouche framed with arabesques. Reverse: ornament. Reverse
bears a six-petaled counterstamp of type 2 of the 1st category of the 1st group

>1 Jjlc 'adil Akhsi.

Type 9. Tashkand, 89(5) AH. Obverse: legend o “coinage of Tashkand”
in a large circle. Reverse: date in words.
Type 10. Tashkand, undated. Obverse: legend o “coinage ofTashkand”in

an octagonal cartouche with concave lines, framed with arabesques. Reverse: orna-
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ment [Shpeneva, 1990, p. 106]. Reverse bears a decorative counterstamp of type 5,
made in Akhsi.

Type 11. Tashkand, undated. Obverse: crudely executed legend
zcoinage of Tashkand”in the field. Reverse: ornament in the shape of a flower with
petals in the shape of hearts.

Type 12. Tashkand, undated. Obverse: crudely executed legend «uSLilJ ™ ™
“coinage of Tashkand”in the field. Reverse: fragments of inscription covered with a
counterstamp. The coin of this type with worn-out reverse has been published earlier
[Dovudi, 1998, p. 51].

Coinage of Herat
W (or o ly¥) Herat (Harat) is an ancient town on the Hari Rud River (Northern
Afghanistan). Under the Timurids, it was an outstanding cultural center, where the
great classical Uzbek poet Alisher Navoi lived and worked. Being one of the capitals
of Khorasan, Herat pursued an independent monetary policy, though the agreement
with the reform of Ulugh Beg, apparently, was still held, as evidenced by the only
coin of Herat with the date 832, struckto the pattern of post-reform coins of Ulugh
Beg. The coins of the Khorasaniantowns of Herat, Balkh and Marw differ from those
of Mawara’annahr in the content of legends (they usually bear the denomination —
fulus, dangi or dinar) and more frequent images of living creatures, which is rather
an exception for the Mawara’annahr coins. The coins of Herat of 912 AH and 913
AH are presented as type 7 and type 8; they have been previously published, but not
included in the register of types [Davidovich, 1983, p. 50]. The most representative
type of the Herat coins (24 specimens) is type 8, struck in 913 AH and previously
recorded in the Changyt hoard. Hardly came these coins into the hoard as a result
of intense trade between Herat and Ferghana, rather it is the consequences of the
looting of Herat by the Shaybanids, which fell on the same year. The image of fishes
on the coins of Herat is probably just an original decorative technique rather than
an astral or zodiac symbol.

Type 9. Herat, 920 AH. Obverse: legend »yb “coinage of the town of
Herat” and date 920 AH in figures in the center of a 6-petal star surrounded by three
fishes. Reverse: floral ornament.

Coinage of Balkh
£JBalkh is one of the oldest towns in the world, the historic capital of Bactria, now
the center of the homonymous province of Afghanistan. The coins of Balkh are rep-
resented in the Laylak hoard by single specimens of 9 types. In addition to the afore-
mentioned type of Balkh of 854 AH, the early coins were represented in the hoard by
4 coins with original design.

Type 6. Balkh, 911 AH. Obverse: radial sun in the form of a round human face in
the center, with circular legend #db ~ “coinage of the town of Balkh” and date
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in figures. Reverse: a wild animal within a frame of branches. The legends on all the
coins are worn and covered with counterstamps, so they are determined only based
on the previously executed reconstruction [Dovudi, 1998, p. 40].

Type 7. Balkh, undated. Obverse: legend £b “coinage of Balkh” in a cartouche
formed by intersection of two squares. Reverse: ornament.

Type 8. Balkh, undated. Obverse: legend £bo ™ “coinage of Balkh” in a cartouche
formed by intersection of two-line squares. Reverse: a bird with a long neck within
floral ornament in the center.

Type 9. Balkh, undated. Obverse: legend j<L “coinage of Balkh” in a round
cartouche framed with ornament. Reverse: ornament. Two coins in the hoard have
different ornaments on the reverse.

Type 10. Balkh, 917. Obverse: legend £ S*dangi, coinage of Balkh” in the
coin field. Reverse: date in figures within a decorativelozenge framed with floral ornament.

Type 11. Balkh, undated. Obverse: legend £~ » “dangi, coinage of Balkh”
in a square cartouche. Reverse: ornament.

Type 12. Balkh, undated. Obverse: legend XL ~ < ,& ~dangi, coinage of Balkh”
in a square cartouche. The image oftwo long-necked birds turned 180° relative to each
other, in the upper segment. Reverse: illegible inscription in a square surrounded by
geometric ornament.

Type 13. Balkh, undated. Obverse: legend “fulus of Balkh” in a decorative
cartouche decorated with hearts. Reverse: a four-legged animal, resembling a fox, in
a decorative circle decorated with flowers and leaves.

Type 14. Balkh, 9xx AH. Obverse: legend ~  *“coinage of Balkh” in anhex-
agonaldecorative cartouche. Reverse: date in words within a large circle in the frame
of three little fishes.

Type 15. Balkh, undated. Obverse: legend £b ~ “coinage of Balkh” in a lozenge
framed with ornament. Reverse: eight-pointed star within a large circle in the frame
of floral ornament.

Type 16. Balkh, the date is unread. Obverse: legend o *“coinage of Balkh’
in a 4-petalcartouche. Rev.: date in words.

Coinage of Marw

5jAMarw (Merv) is one of the oldest towns of Central Asia, whose ruins are located

30 km east of the modern town Mary (Republic of Turkmenistan), the capital of

Margiana province in ancient times: represented in the hoard by the coins of 8 types.
Type 4. Marw, 912 AH. Two worn-out specimens have been identified based on

the reconstruction of the type presented earlier [Davidovich, 1983, p. 50, Fig. 1].
Type 5. Marw, 914 AH. Obverse: legend, divided horizontally into two halves, in

the field. Reverse: date in words, duplicated with digits.

9 Type 4 was successfully attributed due to the finding of similar types in the Aksi treasure trove.
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Type 6. Marw, undated. Obverse: legend 3ja “coinage of Marw” in a round
cartouche framed with floral ornament. Reverse: image of a fallow deer, with its head
turned back, in the frame of floral ornament. The legend on the coin is completely ef-
faced, the type is defined based on the coins of the Khujand hoard [Dovudi, 1998, p. 45].

Type 7. Marw, 914 AH. Obverse: legend “coinage of Marw”in a hexagon
framed with floral sprigs. Reverse: date in words.
Type 8. Marw, 917 AH. Obverse: jy> “coinage of Marw”in a rhombic decora-

tive cartouche framed with arabesques. Reverse: image of a predator walking to the
right in floral ornament.

Type 9. Marw, 918 AH. Obverse: ~  “coinage of Marw”in a lenticular car-
touche surrounded by floral sprigs. Reverse: date in words, duplicated withdigits.

Type 10. Marw, 919 AH. Obverse: HJL N> “coinage of the town of Marw” in
a decorative cartouche, and date in digits. Reverse: image of a hare in a circle of flo-
ral ornament.0Two coins with the “portrait” of a long-eared creature on the reverse
are recorded in the hoard; but while the image of a hare have survived pretty well,
the inscription on the obverse is effaced, the most informative part reading only the
date 919 (respectively, 1513-14). In this case, it is most important, because it allows
to associate the image of a hare with the 12-year cyclic calendar of Turkic peoples.
However, the first simple mathematical calculations indicate that the years of 1513
and 1514 fall on the years of “the cock” and “the dog”.

But, as the written sources of the 8 -17th centuries reveal, several calendar
systems existed in Central Asia during this period; they were often used in paral-
lel and served the same ethnic groups and communities. Scientists have repeat-
edly pointed out discrepancies in the present-day recalculation of double dates
put down according to the traditional East Asian calendar in parallel with the
Hegira years. So, in 1982 at the site of the settlement of Burana (Chu Valley), a
tomb stone was found, bearing the text with two differing dates — according to
the Muslim era and the 12-year animal cycle. Year of 603 of the lunar Hegira
matched August 1206 - July 1207, while the “Turkic year of the monkey”, ac-
cording to the traditional account, should fall on the years of 1200, 1212, 1224,
etc. Researchers usually attribute such facts to the mistake of the authors of the
text, in the best case, to a lack of unity of the animal cycle for different regions
of Central Asia. In this regard, the hypothesis was made that, along with the
years of the “official” lunar Hegira (which, as we know, by an average of 10 to
12 days shorter than the solar), the years were also counted from the “era of the
Prophet” in accordance with the solar Hegira calendar existed here in the Middle
Ages. [Nastich, 1987, p. 116-117]. The calculation carried out by us for the above
coins gave one hundred percent hit: 919 AH corresponds to the year of the hare
according to the eastern calendar.

10 The mint name was read based on the well-preserved sample in a private collection (Bishkek).
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The Marw type with the hare and the date 919 AH is also interesting in the sence
of clarifying the political situation, since, according to the sources describing the
historical events of the year, this coinage is likely to belong to the Safavids.l

Indeed, the sources suggest that on the 3rd of Muharram 919 AH (March,
1513) the troops of Muhammad Timur, Shaybani Khan's son, were joined by his
cousin Ubaydallah Khan — “for a new attempt to conquer Khorasan, which has
proved successful and has allowed both the Uzbek rulers to seize the lands from
Marw to Isfarain. When it became known about the marching-off of the teams of
gizilbashes, Ubaydallah Khan fled from the Holy Mashhad and went to Bukhara.
Muhammad Timur Sultan likewise left Herat and fled to Samarqand” [Bidlisi, 1976,
p. 160]. Loss of control over the Marw principality by Ubaydallah Khan probably
occurred gradually, some time after leaving Herat by the Shaybanids and subse-
quent capturing it by the Safavids. According to the 'Alam-arci yi Safavi, “after
three months in Herat, Shah's troops marched to Turkestan, and Div Sultan has
been sent to Marw in the vanguard of the troops”. Returning Herat and land seized
earlier by Uzbek sultans back under his control, Shah Isma'il marched towards
the Mawara’annahr. The defeat of the united army of many thousands forced the
Shaybanids to negotiate and conclude a peace treaty with the Shah. The Shah
made the Shaybanids swear that “till the end of his life, they will not move across
the Amu Darya with hostile intentions” [Ekaev, 1981, p. 116, 121-122]. Based on
this information, it seems that the assumption of the belonging of the Marw type
9 to the Safavids takes the virtue of a fact.

Type 11. Marw, undated. Obverse: legend 3j* eji coinage of the town of
Marw” in a decorativehexagonal cartouche with concave sides in the frame of three
fishes. Reverse: a flying duck. The absence of the date does not allow to clarify the
identity of the coinage to the reign of the Shaybanids or Safavids.

Coinage of Kashgar

jkz* I3* Kashgar is an ancient city in the valley of the Tarim River at the foot of the
Pamir Mountains (now the Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region of China). The coins
of Kashgar with the cartouche formed by two intersecting ovals were first described
nearly half a century ago [Masson, 1966, p. 117]. Single specimens of the Kashgar
copper (all with the date 858 AH) are noted in many Timurid and Shaybanid hoards.
The Laylak hoard is not an exception — 3 such coins (type 1) were identified in it. Hav-
ing separated from the Timurids during the reign of Ulugh Beg, the Mongol rulers of
Kashgar may have stopped the mintage or continued issuing the coins with the same
“frozen” date; in any case, coins dated by the later years are not previously noted for

11 The like lihoodof such definition was pointed to the author by the Saint Petersburg numismatist
S.A. Bragin at the conference “Two centuries of Islamic numismatics in Russia” in September 2012, who
made a report “About the minting of silver tanga by Shaybanid Ubaydallah Khan in 918-919 AH (1512-13)”,
from which the following information about the historic environment around Marw in 919 AH was borrowed.
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the study period. An interesting message is recorded in the Ta'rikh-i Rashidi: “From
the year of 916 AH (1510-11) the Kyrgyz have rendered it impossible for any Moghul
to live in Moghulistan. For the above reasons, Sa’id Khan made great efforts to cap-
ture Moghulistan, sending his son Rashid Sultan to conquer the restless neighbors,
having given him the drums and banners, mint [our highlighting. —A. K.], and tents,
and all that was necessary to impart solemnity and splendor to the Khan’s suite...”
[Muhammad Haidar, 1996, p. 262]. It is possible that the field mintsjust recoined the
copper money from the captured booty; in any case, 3 of the 4 Kashgar coins found in
the hoard were overstruck on the coins of Bukhara of 832 AH (a sample of such coins
is presented in Annex Il — Kashgar, type la). Two coins of an unusual die-cutting
technique, found in the hoard, are possibly the products of such field mint.

Type 2. Kashgar, undated. Obverse: legend yuili”s-»” “coinage of Kashgar” in
the central sector of the coin field divided into three parts by parallel lines. Reverse:
4-petal flowers in the squares formed by the intersection of parallel lines.

The mint name and the date of issue on the second coin failed to be identified because of
the double strike, and for this reason it is placed in the “Unattributedmints” section as #9.

Coinage of Khuttalan
Khuttalan (Khuttalyan), the ancient Khuttal, is the area between the Vaksh and
Panj Rivers; its most important part, now called Khatlon, is located in the modern Ku-
lyab, along the valley of the Kulyab Darya River in Tajikistan. The mint of Khuttalan is
represented by two coin types: the already noted type 7, and possibly type 5 described
above, but not illustrated [Davidovich, 1983, p. 87]. According to its weight characteristics
and ornamental design, this type is attributed to the double dinars issued in 918-919
AH. The coinage of Khuttalan is supplemented by two previously unmarked types.
Type 8. Khuttalan, undated. Obverse: legend throughout the coin field, of which

only Khuttalan survived. Reverse: ornament.
Type 9. Khuttalan, the year is not defined. Obverse: crudely executed legend
je> “coinage of Khuttalan”in a circle framed with petals. Reverse: date in

words, encased in a large circle. The inscription is carelessly executed, mostly worn
out and cannot be unambiguously read.

Coinage of Karmina

J Karmina (Kermine) is a town in the basin of Zarafshan, east of Bukhara. In
1958, during the construction of mining and metallurgical complex in the area of the
old village of Kermine, the town of Navoi was founded. The coinage of Karmina is
represented by the coins of 3 types.

Type 1. Karmina, 917 AH. Obverse: legend N N “coinage of Karmina”in a
round cartouche framed with petals. Reverse: date in words.

Type 2. Karmina, 918 AH. Obverse: legend J ™/~ “coinage of Karmina”in a
round cartouche framed with petals. Reverse: date in words.
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Types* Karmina, 919 AH. Obverse: legend A *coinage of Karmina”in a
round cartouche framed with wavy pattern. Reverse: date in words.

Coinage of Kufin
S o Kufin is avillage near Karmina. The copper coinage of Kufin is represented by
4 coin types.

Type 1. Kufin, 919 AH. Obverse: legend “coinage of Kufin” in the center
of a large circle, embraced by floral ornament. Reverse: date in words. This type is
unknown in publications.

Type 2. Kufin, 920 AH? Obverse: “coinage of Kufin” in the center of a
6-petal rosette. Reverse: date in words.

Types- Kufin, 917 or 920 AH. Obverse: «0O* “coinage of Kufin” in a round
cartouche framed with petals. Reverse: date in words [Dovudi, 1998, p. 43].

Type 4. Kufin, 91(5) AH. Obverse: “coinage of Kufin” in a 4-petal car-

touche. Reverse: date in words.

Coinage of Zamin

£>>\}Zamin is a famous medieval town and fortress in the Zarafshan Valley, a staging
post on the big trade road leading from Sogdiana to Ferghana. Previously, the mint
in Zamin have been mentioned in the literature [Davidovich, 1983, p. 22], but its
specific copper coinage is presented here for the first time.

Type 1. Zamin?, undated. Obverse: calligraphic legend £la\ ™ j> “coinage of
Zamin” in a 6-petal rosette framed with floral pattern. Obverse: floral ornament. The
square counterstamp on the obverse (jlISx—... Samargand) and round on the reverse
(juSj-w Jjlc 'adil Samargand?).

Type 2. Zamin(?), the year is effaced. Legend “coinage of Zamin” in
an octagonal cartouche with concave sides, formed by complex geometric ornament.
Reverse: unread date in words.

Coinage of Sayrain

Sayram is the later name of a major village near the city of Shymkent in the basin
of the Arys River, the right tributary of the Syr Darya River, near which are located the
ruins of the ancient Ispijab (Arabic Isbijab or Isfijab), the center of a vast area of the
same name. Among the Laylak hoard’s coins, a unique coin struck in Sayram is found.

Type 1. Sayram, 8x x AH. Obverse: cartouche in the form of a 6-petal rosette with
legend >0 — “coinage of Sayram” in the central circle. Reverse: date in words,
almost completely effaced.

The date on the only sample of this coin type is not preserved in full, and its res-
toration is problematic at the current stage. One can only assume that the coin was
issued from 897 to 899 AH — based on the fact that in this period similar single-type
cartouches were used for the decoration of coins in Samargand, Bukhara, Tashkent,
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Qarshi, and Andigan [Davidovich, 1983, p. 190]. Among the previously described
five coin types of Sayram, the coins dated by 907/1501-02 are noted, and therefore,
the launch of the mint is attributed to the beginning of the 16th century [Burnasheva,
2006, p. 108-109]. The coins of this type bearing the full inscription on the reverse
may shift the launch of the mint in Sayram to the end of the 15th century.2

Coinage of Yasi

j Yasi (modern Turkestan) is a major city in the south of Kazakhstan; at the end
ofthe i4thcentury, after Timur had built here the mausoleum on the tomb of Ahmad
Yasavi, the founder of the Sufi Order, the city became the religious, political and
administrative center of the region. 5 coins of Yasi were found in the hoard, all of
them being classified as type 1described in the Changyt hoard.

Coinage of Kish

Type 2. Kish, undated. Obverse: jS ™ ™ t coinage of Kish” in a decorative, horizontally
stretched cartouche framed with stylized branches. Reverse: illegible remains of a
short inscription within a lenticular cartouche framed with branches.

Coinage of Vaksh
JI>j Vaksh is the name of the region in the valley of the Vakshab River (southern
Tajikistan).

Type 1. Vaksh, undated. Obverse: a square with legend JI>j ™~ ~ *“coinage of
Vaksh” in the center of the coin field; a braid in the shape of a heart in segments.
Reverse: floral ornament.

Until now, the production of this mint was known for the gold dinars of the
Khwarezm Shah Muhammad b. Tekesh and silver dirhams of the Seljugs; for the
Timurid and Shaybanid periods, the name  j Vaksh occurred only in counterstamps.

Coinage of Farkat

¢S J Farkat is located at the place of the existing settlement of Parkent (a regional
center of Tashkent province); 3 coin types of the mint were published earlier [Shpe-
neva, 1990, p. 108]. The only specimen found in the Laylak hoard bears a 6-petal
counterstamp of Samargand partially covering the legend on the obverse, however,
thanks to the typological matching with the coin presented on the Internet site ZENO,
the type is confidently attributed to the coinage of Farkat. The type found does not fit
the descriptions of those previously published.

12 The remains ofthe worn legend of this coin’s reverse quite obviously contains the word of units ]
“one”, which provides a basis for the reconstruction of the full date as 901 (1495-96, respectively); this
“shifts” the author’s assumption by several years, but in principle it is not contrary to the general conclusion

regarding the resumption of the mint in Sairam. (Editor's note).
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Type 4. Farkat, undated. Obverse: ¢S J Jjlc. 'adil Farkat (?) in a lenticular car-
touche framed with ornament. Reverse: floral ornament.

Type 5. Farkat, undated. Obverse: ¢cSJ Jjlc adil Farkat in a decorativelozenge. Re-
verse: ¢S J “coinage of Farkat”in a lenticular cartouche framed with floral ornament.

Coinage of Qunduz
j xJ Qunduz is a town on the right bank of the Surkhab (Qunduz) River, aleft tributary
of the Panj River, in the Afghan province of Qataghan. The coinage of Qunduz is
represented by 8 coins of the single type.

Type 1. Qunduz, undated. Obverse: legend jxJ Ju”  “coinage of the Qunduz
region” in a decorativelozenge. Reverse: ornament.

Coinage of Margun
j Margun is now a small rural center in the mountains south of Khujand in the
basin of the Laylak River (Batken province of Kyrgyzstan). The mint of Margun is
represented by a single specimen.

Type 1. Margun, 91(87?). Obverse: legend <->t coinage of Margun”in the
frame of petals. Reverse: date in words.

Coinage of Shiraz
As itwas determined long ago, the mint of Shiraz indicated on the Timurid copper coins
was not a famous Iranian town, just a village located to the north-east of Samargand
and populated by prisoners from Iranian Shiraz in the time of Timur. Only one coin
issued at that mint was found in the hoard.

Typei. Shiraz, undated. Obverse:j \ 0o~ “coinage of Shiraz” in a round decorative
cartouche decorated with braids in the shape of hearts and petals. Reverse: ornament.

In the Laylak hoard, 883 coins remained unattributed: some of them have no
mint names or refer to anepigraphic types, the other have the legends preserved
only as traces or illegible residues (either worn in circulation or overstruck with
counterstamps) and therefore cannot be unambiguously attributed. The products
of quite illiterate masters are also noted — the die-cutters distorted Arabic inscrip-
tions insomuch that just no one can make them out; these “products” are also
attributed to the section of unattributedmints. Nevertheless, Annex Ill includes
images of all coin types that are present in the hoard so that professionals can use
them as a full-fledged historical source; the only exception were the specimens
completely effaced or overstruck with counterstamps, which contain virtually no
visual information.

Unattributed mints
Type 3.919 AH. Obverse: date in digits above the word in a round cartouche

framed with petals. Reverse: ~j&b J-u- 'adil dangi in a round cartouche.

Type 4.923 AH. Obverse: date in words throughout the coin field, framed with
dots. Reverse: ornament. The similar coin type presented at ZENO is attributed to
the coinage of Samarqgand of 91x? AH; please refer to: www.zeno.ru/showphoto.

Type 5. Obverse: stylized image of the heads of two predators and four gazelles
within floral ornament. Reverse: ornament. The type is published [Dovudi, 1998, p.
55, the section “Anepigraphic coins™].

Type 6. (9)16 AH. Obverse: the remains of the legend... coinage of...” in a
decorativelozenge. The digits 1and 6 are visible within the cartouche. Reverse: ornament.

Type 7 The both sides bear the illegible remains of an Arabic inscription, which
occupied the entire coin field.

Type 8. Obverse: the remains of an Arabic inscription throughout the coin field, par-
tially overstruck with a decorative counterstamp 1J-u. 'adil Akhsi. Reverse: ornament.

Type 9. Obverse: the legend double-struck due todie shift in an oval cartouche;
an imitation of Arabic inscription circle-wise. Reverse: 4-petal flowers in the squares
formed by intersecting lines. This type resembles the coin of Kashgar of type 2 in the
die-cutting technique and ornament on the reverse.

Type 10. (917) AH. Obverse: a legend in the mirror image within a circle framed
with ornament, which reads only the lower part... «jj>t coinage of...”. Reverse: orna-
ment. The type is noted in the Khujand hoard with specifying the similarities between
its reverse ornament and the Hisar coins of 917 AH [Dovudi, 1998, p. 55, “Unknown
mints”section].

Type 11. 914 AH. Obverse: a fragment of the legend___iL balad... in a lenticular
cartouche framed with floral ornament. Reverse: date in words, duplicated withdigits.

Type 12. 915 AH. Obverse: unreadable legend overstruck with a counterstamp
Is—1 Jjlc 'adil Akhsi throughout the coin field. Reverse: date in figures within a
decorative square.

Type 13. Obverse: legend overstruck with a counterstamp in the center of an hex-
agonal cartouche formed by the intersection of two triangles and six petals. Reverse:
large floral ornament.

Type 14. Obverse: a fragment of unread legend in a lenticular cartouche framed
with floral ornament. Reverse: ornament.

Type 15. Obverse: mint name with only the upper part survived... o j*sS coinage
of..” in a decorative square. Reverse: ornament with a 4-petal flower in the center.

Type 16. Obverse: unread legend in the center of a 6-petal rosette. Reverse: a
fragment of an inscription.

Type 17. Obverse: unread legend in the central circle framed with wavy ornament.
Reverse: image of a bird in the nest.

Type 18. Obverse: unread legend in a 4-petal cartouche framed with a circular
inscription or ornament simulating an inscription. Reverse: unusual geometric pat-
tern of two braids enclosed in a square.
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Type 19. Obverse: unread legend in acircle framed with floral ornament. Reverse:
four-legged animal in the same floral framing.

Type 20. 916 AH. Obverse: unread legend in a large triangular cartouche; one of
the segments contains date in figures. The fragments of the decorative counterstamp
with inscription ks—1 Jjic 'adil Akhsi is struck at the edge of the coin field. Reverse:
ornament.

Type 21. Obverse: unread legend in a lozenge with hinges at the corners
framed with 4 fishes. Reverse: solar radial face strongly resembling the face of a
feline predator.

In the Laylak hoard, two coins with zoomorphic counterstamps are found, which
supplement the ornamental subgroup of the 2nd group ofthe 1st category [Davidovich
1983, p. 115].

Type 1. The contour of the fish in a lenticular cartouche. Obverse: almost com -
pletely overstruck with three counterstamps. The first one, unreadable, in a square
cartouche, is covered with a decorative cartouche (type 5 of the 1st group of the
1st category) produced in Akhsi, its upper chronological boundary is 913-914 AH
[Davidovich, 1983, p. 103]. The Akhsi counterstamp is partially overstruck with the
cartouche depicting a fish. Consequently, the period of use of this counterstamp can
be included in the broad chronological framework of 914-923 AH. Reverse: ornament
typical for the Hisar coins.

Type 2. The contour of a gazelle turning its head back is struck on the coin of
Samarqgand of 917 AH, type 22. In addition, the obverse of the coin is marked with a
counterstamp in a square cartouche made in Hisar.

The coins of the Central Asian region for the lapse of nearly hundred years are
presented in the large Laylak hoard, which is attributed, based on its composi-
tion, to the fifth stage according to E.A. Davidovich’s periodization. Judging by
the significant number of the coins of Akhsi and Andigan, the hoard was formed
in the Ferghana principality. At that time, the political situation in Ferghana was
full of social shocks. Given under the control of the Shaybanid Abu al-Fath Jani
Beg Sultan in 910 AH, after six years it was won back by the supporters of the
Timurid dynasty, and after the next four years it returned again under the Shay-
banid control. Such a big fortune, including the coins from2omintsaccumulated
in the hands of feuding groups, is hardly related to inter-regional trade; more
likely it was the spoils of war or army treasury. This is evidenced by dozens of
the coins of Herat and Qunduz, issued before Shaybani Khan looted the towns.
Obviously, this also might be due to the following factor: the recurrent seizures
and plunders of the Ferghanatowns could not lead to a complete collapse of their
economic life; and since their ongoing trade, collection of taxes, rent, payment
of wages and other types of business activity required a constant inflow of small
coins, it is quite logical that the local mints filled the market with their products,
providing it with the means of monetary circulation.
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A large hoard of copper coins was found when planting trees in Aksi district of Jalal-Abad
province of Kyrgyzstan in autumn 2011. A part of the hoard in the amount of 220 coins
was brought to Bishkek for attribution. Because of poor preservation and dense oxides
covering the coins, most coin types remained unattributed. At first glance, 20 bestpre-
served specimens were selected out of the said part; after cleaning, they were successfully
attributed to specific types, scanned and weighed. A couple ofweeks later, a relative ofthe
finder brought other 37 coins, which he had himself cleaned with acid, thereby destroying
almost all inscriptions. Only 3 coins ofthis part were selected and typologically identified.

At the end of December 2012, the main part of the hoard in the amount of 2,138
specimens was brought to Bishkek for examination; having been cleaned from oxides,
the coins were attributed to the types and variations (please refer to the Annex 1V). The
Aksihoard, comprising the “youngest” coins issued in different towns with the date 920,
also refers to the fifth stage according to the periodization of E. A. Davidovich, but, in
contrast to the previously studied ones, its composition is dominated by local issues —in
particular, the production of the mints of Akhsi and Andigan. An interesting feature of
the hoard was revealing, among the coins of the early 16th century, two Samanid falses
of Nasr Ib. Ahmad struck in al-Shash between 253-256 AH and Samargand in 271 AH.
The both sides ofthe Shash coin were covered with the dense resinous crust — perhaps
to make it heavier or to “disguise” it, because it was very different in appearance from the
rest of the hoard's coins. The Samarqgand fulus, which is similar in weight to the coins in
circulation at the time of hoarding the hoard, went through counterstamping and was
accepted as a “legal” means of payment. Judging by insignificant wear, the coins were
added to the circulation shortly before the deposition into the hoard.

To avoid duplicate descriptions of the coin types and the main findings made
earlier on the base of the Changyt and Laylak hoards, let's focus only on the features
of the Akhsi complex.

In the Akhsihoard, the Samargand coins of types 4 and 6 are noted, issued in the
early 15th century (the period of increasing money supply in the Timurid state) and
attributed to the first stage according to the classification of E. A. Davidovich [1983, p.
69-70]; two coins struck in Samargand in 785 AH are also noted, their single findings
being previously described, but without assigning a number to this coin type. More
than a century gap between the early coins of the hoard and the time of its hoarding
suggests a low overall intensity of the peripheral monetary circulation.

The Akhsihoard features the tendency of the presence of a significant amount of
coins of Bukhara with the date 832/1428-29 (type 3) in the monetary circulation of
the early 16th century, which were issued for at least three decades after the monetary
reform of Ulugh Beg. About 1% of the hoard is reliably identified as such coins, but
in reality this figure is likely much higher. Among the unattributedcoins that make
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up nearly half of the hoard, there are more than a hundred specimens completely
worn during prolonged circulation or overstruck with counterstamps, which with
some degree of confidence can also be attributed to the type of Bukhara of 832 AH.

The following variations of coin types, not mentioned in the numismatic publica-
tions and the present work, were identified in the coinage of Samargand,.

Coinage of Samarqgand

Type 9-6. Samargand, 897 AH. One ofthe coins of the issue bears the date duplicated
with digits, and in a very peculiar way: the symbols of hundreds are above the tens
and units that should be read from right to left. The digits in a 3-petal counterstamp
have the same order.

Type 11-a. Samargand, 901 AH. Obverse: legend A~ 5fcoinage of Samar-
gand” in an oblong decorative cartouche. Reverse: ornament. The date is shown in
figures. The weight of the coin equals to one copper dinar.

Type 11-6. Samargand, undated. Except for the absence of date, in everything
else is similar to the previous one.

Type 17-6. Samargand, 908 AH. The type is fully consistent with the design of
the coins of 907 AH issued in large numbers during the reform of Shaybani Khan, so
it is possible that here, too, the year is 907, in which the last digit Vwas mistakenl)
cut upside down (A= 8).

Type 18. Samargand, 910 or 920 AH. Two coins with images of birds, in perfect
condition and with theclearly readable date in words «ulLX-Jj jdLz , unfortu-
nately, does not exclude the alternative dating of this type. The date 910 AH legible on
the coins of the Aksihoard differs from that on the coin from the Tashkent Museum
(920 AH) only by the absence of a suffix in the numeral ~twenty”, which here
might simply not fit into the coin circles due to die shift.

Coinage of Bukhara

Type 4-e Bukhara, 89x AH. It differs from the Bukhara coins of 897 AH in unusual

straightforward execution of the inscription LJ? Bukhara. This variation was previ-
ously identified as a separate type; then only the number of units were determined

in the date in words — ~ “seven” [Dovudi, 1998, p. 32]. Now, on the basis of the

two coins with the same outline of the legend on the obverse, the date 897 can be

restored with a high degree of confidence. Since the differences from the basic type

are only in the script of the inscription and framing of the cartouche, these coins can

be attributed to the variations of the same type.

Type 11. Bukhara, 911 AH. The date on the coin was not exactly read earlier, but
the ornament is completely reconstructed. The date 911 on the obverse of the single
specimen of this type from the Aksihoard is shown in figures and duplicated on the
reverse. The foliaged ornament surrounding a 4-petal cartouche is also easily visible
on the coin.
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Coinage of Balkh

Type 17. Balkh, undated. Obverse: the inscription ~ t coinage of Balkh”
in a decorative cartouche formed by two intersecting ovals, framed with arabesques.
Reverse: ornament.

Type 18. Balkh, undated. Obverse: inscription N t fulus, coinage of
Balkh” in a lozenge with braids in the corners. Reverse: ornament. Counterstamp

>1 Jjlc. ‘ad.il Akhsiin a palmette-shaped cartouche.

Coinage of Hisar

Type 6. Hisar, 912 AH. Obverse: inscription jLa> wj”>"coinage of Hisar” in a small
square cartouche framed with the ornament in the form of braids. Reverse: date in
words. Before the discovery of the Aksihoard, the coin of this type was noted only
once [Davidovich, 1983, p. 85, 337].

Type 7-6. Hisar, undated. Obverse: legend...jLa> o A t coinage ofthe Hisar-
region...” in a round cartouche framed with ornament. Reverse: ornament. On the
single worn specimen, the obverse and reverse design corresponds to type 7, and the
legend — variants “a” or “6” of type 13 [Davidovich, 1983, p. 85, 86]. The coin is at-
tributed to avariation of type 7 according to the cartouche as the basis of classification,
and differences in the writing of the legends are proposed as variations of the type.

Type 12. Hisar, undated. Obverse: j La> t coinage of Hisar” in an oval car-
touche with petals. Reverse: ornament with the image of a fish in the center.

Coinage of Qarshi
Type 3. Qarshi, 860 AH. Obverse: negligent legend, which some researchers read as

J Qarshi, in a 6-petal rosette. Reverse: date in words. When originally published,
similar coin of the Osh hoard was attributed to the production of the East Turkestan
mint [Masson, 1966, p. 113].

Type 4. Qarshi, undated. Obverse: legend ™ vy % coinage of Qarshi” in a
6-petal cartouche surrounded by ornament. Reverse: ornament. Type 4 of Qarshi
is similar to type 39 of Samargand and type 21 of Bukhara. The single-type copper
dinars of all those cities are assumed to have been produced in the interval between
901 and 906 AH [Davidovich, 1983, p. 195,196].

Coinage of Akhsi
Type 2-a. Akhsi, 910 AH. Obverse: cartouche in the shape of a decorativelozenge
inscribed in a circle, with floral ornaments in the segments. (s—1»JI i coinage
of the town of Akhsi” in the center, the date in figures at the top. Reverse: legend
»ib t coinage of the town of Akhsi”within a 8-petalfloriated circular rim
with braids in the shape of hearts. The coin was struck with two obverse dies of the
previous type 2 and the following type 4. The uniqueness of this joint dies likely indi-
cates to an accidental technical overlay rather than a particular coin type.
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Type 15. Akhsi, 907?, 917 AH. Obverse: legend ™-->1»Ju t coinage of the
town of Akhsi” and date in figures within a square cartouche. Reverse: schematic
representation of a duck floating to the right.

Type 16. Akhsi, 920 AH. Obverse: ~ >1 »JL t coinage of the town of Akhsi”
and date in figures within a large circle. Reverse: schematic representation of a duck
floating to the right.

Type 17. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: 4Ju t coinage of the town of Akhsi”
in a large circle. Reverse: schematic representation of a predatory animal with a
tail curved over its back, walking to the right, within a circle framed with radiant,
geometric pattern.

Type 18. Akhsi, undated. Obverse: very carelessly executed legend ™ >lejdu*-> -
coinage of the town of Akhsi” in a large circle. Reverse: schematic representation of
a bird in a circle framed with radiant geometric pattern.

The Akhsi types 12 to 18 are characterized by reduced weight.

Coinage of Andigan

Type 11. Andigan, undated. Obverse: legend jIS'jJ 1 jJI %coinage of the Andigan
region” in a 6-petal cartouche surrounded by complex ornament. Reverse: image of
a duck standing to the left within a circle framed with floral pattern.

Type 12. Andigan, undated. Obverse: legend jli‘jul Ju ~ coinage of the Andi-
gan region” in a circle surrounded by geometric ornament. Reverse: image of a duck
standing to the right in an 8-petal cartouche framed with floral pattern.

The Andigan coins of types 11 and 12 are characterized by reduced weight.

Coinage of Marw

Type 12. Marw, undated. Obverse: legend divided horizontally into two halves (similar
to type 4) in the field, Ij ~jdli ~ ~ zarbfulu.sd.angi at the top, Ju t the region
of Marw”at the bottom. Reverse: radial ornament.

Type 13. Marw, 919 AH. Obverse: horizontal line with a braid in the center,
dividing the coin field into two parts: ~y&b zarbfulus dangi at the top,
jy> Ju “Marwregion” at the bottom. Reverse: date in figures within a lenticular
cartouche.

Type 14. Marw, 919 AH. Obverse: legend jy> jJb~~ “coinage of Marwregion”
in a decorativelozenge surrounded by a complex pattern. Reverse: stylized image of
a predatory animal walking to the right.

Coinage of Kufin

Type 5. Kufin, gxx AH. Obverse: legend ~coinage of Kufin” in a triangular
decorative cartouche turned upside down. Reverse: date in words. Previously, this
type was not noted in the literature.
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Coinage of Shapurkan

Ofgreat interest in the hoard is an unique coin struck in Shapurkan — a small commu-
nity between Balkh and Marw al-Rudh (Merverrud). The production of this townand
mint is encountered for the first time.

Type |. Shapurkan, undated. Legend j | i coinage of Shapurkan”in a
lenticulardecorative cartouche. Reverse: ornament partially overstruck with a deco-
rative counterstamp with legend ‘adil Balkh. The certain similarities may be
noted in the handwriting of the die-cutter of this coin with the above products of the
mint of Marw.

Coinage of Vaksh

Type 2. Vaksh, undated. Obverse: legend JI> ¢c 0 i n a g e ofVaksh” in the center
of a circle framed with petals. Reverse: braid in the center of a square cartouche. The

definitely readable legend with the mint name shows that Vaksh produced its own coin-
age, and not only counterstamped the products of other mints, as previously thought.

Coinage of Qunduz
Type 2. Qunduz, 907 AH. Obverse: legend jjui ”~ jLo js t two dinars, coinage
of Qunduz”and date in figures within a square cartouche. Reverse: ornament. This
type with a legend in a lozenge was previously published [Davidovich, 1983, p. 41].
Type 3. Qunduz, undated. Obverse: legend j x3~ t coinage of Qunduz”in a
lenticular cartouche framed with foliaged ornament. Reverse: legendi J - u . ‘adil
shirmard within a circle framed with foliaged ornament.
Type 4. Qunduz, undated. Obverse: legend jxJ ~ *“coinage of Qunduz”in a
square cartouche framed with foliaged ornament. Reverse: ornament similar to the
Qunduz coin of type 1

Unattributed mints
Type 17. In contrast to a similar type described in the Laylak hoard, the legend on
the coin is placed mirror-wise.

Type 21. Obverse: images of fish in the center of a lozenge with loops in the corners
and in the segments. Reverse: solar radial face strongly resembling the face ofa feline
predator. Despite the visual similarity with the coin described in the Laylak hoard as
an unattributedtype 21, which has an unread legend instead of a fish in the center, a
separate number was assigned to this type. Similar at first glance, the coins differ in
weight — 4.15 and 2.61 g, their simultaneous circulation indicating to the presence
of small fractions of the basic denomination.

Type 22. Obverse: a fragment of the legend... coinage of...” in a circle
framed with a complex ornament. Reverse: struck with a completely worn-out die
and can not be identified.
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Type 23. 912 AH. Obverse: half-worn legend with survived date \ SVii*- <jin year
912" (the year is indicated in figures) in a 6-pointed star. Reverse: (380b ™~ ™ zarb
dangi in a decorative circle.

Type 24. Obverse: legend. ™~ t coinage of...” in a circle framed with orna-
ment. Reverse: dots and touches resembling a human face in the center of original
ornament.

Type 25. Obverse: fragment of the legend... N jtifulus... in the center of a circle
divided into horizontal segments: petal or image similar to the long-necked birds on
the coins of Balkh of type 12 — in the lower segment. Reverse: radial ornament similar
to those marked on the Qunduz coins of types 1and 4.

Type 26. 913 AH. Obverse: braid in the center, dividing the coin field into two
parts.... t coinage of...” and date in figures is in the upper part, the lower part is
gone beyond the edge of the coin. Reverse: large twist design in the center.

Type 27. Obverse: unread legend in a 6-petal rosette. Reverse: date in words. The
coin's design is typical for the mid-i5th century.

Type 28. Obverse: legend... coinage of...” in a circle framed with ornament.
Reverse: the image of an animal or bird in a wide circular rim.

Type 29. 91X AH. Obverse: unread legend in a circle framed with petals. Reverse:
date in words.

Type 30. 8xx AH. Obverse: fragment of legend — supposedly the mint name

eLiShahrukhiya (?) —in the center, in a rosette framed with petals and different-
sized dots. Reverse: date in words.

If we exclude the two Samanid coins that can only be regarded as a curious inci-
dent in the monetary circulation of the earlyi6th century, the Samargandfals of 785
AH should be recognized a$ the earliest coin in the hoard, while those of Samargand
and Bukhara, along with several types of the Akhsi coins of 920 AH, belong to the
latest ones. Thus, the hoard covers 135-year period of the monetary circulation (the:
Timurid and Shaybanid dynasties). A distinctive feature of the hoard is the prevalence
of the local coins of Akhsi and Andigan over the issues of the capital Samarqgand and
Bukhara. The portion oflocal coins in the hoard would be more considerable should
the amount of the coins attributed to the types of Akhsi and Andigan be supplemented
with 378 specimens, which, due to the negligent mintage or poor preservation, were
attributed to the issues of the Ferghanatowns typologically, based on the typical
patterns framing the central cartouches. Some attention is drawn by the Akhsi type
13 with image of an animal that we conventionally call a deer, which prevails in the
hoard. Based on the nature of the monetary circulation, whenjust issued coins prevail
in circulation at the time of interment, we can assume that the undated coins with a
deer were issued in 920 AH or shortly before.

The Aksihoard allows to introduce into scholarly use several coin types of Akhsi
and Andigan that seriously supplement the zoomorphic series on the coins of the
Ferghanatowns. Several types and variations of the Akhsi coins dated by 910 AH were

previously noted; on this basis it was assumed that the issue of the “bird” series relates
to the transfer of Ferghana under the control of the Shaybanid Jani Beg Sultan in the
same year. Several specimens of type 15 with “a duck” and a well-preserved date 917
are noted in this hoard; moreover, the Akhsi coins of the type 16 with similar design
were also noted in the hoard, which are close in weight parameters, but dated by
920 AH. Meanwhile, date in figures reads as 907 on 3 coins of Akhsi, type 15. What
it is: inattention of a die-cutter or a coin type, which appeared in 907 AH and was
newly restored after 10 years? The presence of two denominations of copper coins in
the mintage of Akhsi (with weight parameters between 3.5 and 4.8 g, respectively)
does not allow to use the metrological characteristics of the coins to specify the time
of their issue, so we leave the solution of this question for the future. The other two
types of Akhsi coins (types 17 and 18) are noted for negligence in executing the dies.
The image of a predatory animal with open mouth, clawed paw and tail raised over
its back is accompanied by a confusing element depicted on the back of the predator,
and one should have rich imagination to make out the image of a bird in a chaotic
intersection of lines and dots on the Akhsi type 18.

One should pay attention to the coin of Marw with the date 919 AH and the im-
age of alion on the reverse. Interestingly, the similar type with the date 917 AH was
noted in the Laylak hoard; consequently, the issue of the coins of this type continued
in a time when, as reported above, this area was under the control of the Shaybanid
Ubaydallah Khan. Also, the similarity is noticed between the handwriting of a cutter of
the Marw copper dies and famous silver tangas of 919 AH struck in Marw in the name
of Ubaydallah Khan. The latter ones attract considerable attention due to the fact that
Ubaydallah Khan was declared head of the Shaybanid dynasty just in 940/1534-35,
the khutbah was pronounced in his name and the mintage of coins nominated after
him was undertaken in commemoration of this event. It is little known about the
appanage coinage of the future head of the dynasty, but judging from the continuity
of the Marw mintage of single-type coins with images of a lion, Ubaydallah Khan did
not have enough time to make radical changes in the copper coinage.

The variety of mints revealed in the Aksihoard, including the previously unmarked
Vaksh and Shapurkan, a higher percentage of coins of the towns of the Ferghana Valley,
and most importantly — the simultaneity of interment, brings it closer to the Laylak
hoard formed at the fifth stage according to the periodization of E. A. Davidovich.

To revive a more complete picture of the monetary variety in the spacious do-
mains of the Timurids and Shaybanids, in addition to the hoards described, we also
involved random findings exhibited on the Internet resource of ZENO, coins from
private collections and unique samples from previous publications. Summarized in
Annex V, all these copper coins are represented under the numbers assigned to them
by ‘pioneers’; in cases when the coins were not typologized, they were given the serial
numbers based on the previously published types classified by the places of mintage.
The overview of the monetary issues of the Shaybanid dynasty, included in this table,
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is limited to the first quarter of the 16th century, viz. the time when the described
hoards were interred.

Found in the southern regions of Kyrgyzstan, the large hoards of the Timurid
and Shaybanid copper of the 15 - i6thcenturies significantly enlarged the previously
known list of coin types, especially with zoomorphic subjects. Introducing new coin
types into scholarly use continues cataloging the Timurid and Shaybanid copper
coins, showing their variety, as well as the skill of the capital die-cutters, especially
noticeable on the background of generally low skill level of their counterparts in the
peripheral principalities. A few findings of the Khorasan and Ferghana coins with
zoomorphic subjects enable us to trace the established pictorial and (wider) cultural
and aesthetic views of the Turkic-speaking peoples, rooted in the ancient culture of
the Siberian animal style. It is natural that even such large coin hoards do not reveal
the whole variety of the coin mass, which was in the monetary circulation in Central
Asia in the 15th -early i6thcenturies, but it is hoped that the proposed work will lay
the foundation which will be replenished with new coin types and variations in future.
